Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel.

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Joe Dunnow, Dawn Olson, Ted Kempkes and John Iverson.

Public Comment
Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Revak told board members that Mr. Belan called and thanked the City of Phillips for sending out a letter to the downtown businesses requesting no parking on mainstreet and side streets.

Deputy Clerk-Treasurer requested a computer server for the Clerk/Treasurer’s office, the Police Department and the Department of Public Works.  She explained that Water/Sewer could pay ¼ of the cost and the rest could be divided up between the other departments.  When her computer goes down none of the computers work in the Clerk’s Office because her computer is acting as a server to the rest of the computers.  In the Police Department the Chief’s computer is acting as a server and when his computer goes down he has the same problem.

Mrs. Wenzel stated this should be put on the Personel-Budget-Finance Committee agenda.

Mr. Kempkes requested the public comment be moved to the end of the agenda.

Park Improvements within the City of Phillips

Mr. Fahl:  Bathrooms and a kitchen appeared to be the most important issues mentioned at the last BPW meeting.  Mr. Fahl drew up four different plans for everyone to look at.  Option #4 appears to be the one everyone likes except the kitchen opening should be towards the tables.

Mrs. Wenzel:  The grant can only be for one park.  This grant gives ½ of the awarded amount up front.  This grant is for environmental parks not athletic fields.  A separate grant could be written for every park.  This grant cannot be combined with Mrs. Olson’s request for help with the pavilion that Price Youth Baseball wants to put up by Memorial Park.  Mrs. Wenzel has a grant book that Mrs. Olson can look at to see if she can find a grant that would work for them.

Mrs. Olson:  We have most of the money to build the pavilion.  The Price Youth Baseball organization needs help in putting in bathrooms.

Mr. Fahl:  Could the Department of Public Works help by digging the trench.

Mr Staroba:  The Public Works crew could dig the trench.  They can do repairs on water and sewer lines but can’t install them.  That has to be done by a licensed plumber.

Argyle Avenue Project.
Mr. Iverson presented 3 different options (see attached)

Director of Public Works Staroba stated Argyle Ave. was re-done in 1982.  He doesn’t feel the city needs to re-do all the curb and gutters.  He feels maybe modify option one by adding new storm sewers.

Mr. Iverson feels the city should do some boring to find out what kind of soil they will be dealing with.

Put the soil boring on the next BPW meeting as an Action Item and check with the City Auditor to find out what can and cannot be expensed to the Phillips Water/Sewer Department and how much they can afford to spend.

11.
Relocate Fire Hall Fire Siren.

Mayor Boho talked to Scott Pagenkopf and explained the loudness of the fire siren and that his wife is having problems with her day care children when the siren goes off.  Mr. Pagenkopf told him the siren should be 60’ high.  Joe feels it is only about 40’.  He would like to see it moved over to the municipal building and placed higher.  Mr. Pagenkopf told Mayor Boho that the Department of Public Works should be able to do this.


Mr. Staroba stated he was told that if it was too high the sound would go right over everything and not be heard.  He would also have to check and see if there was 3 phase electric located at the Municipal Building.  He will also check to see how much it will cost to move it.

Downtown Parking Issues
Mayor Boho stated he received lots of compliments and only a couple complaints on the letter that was sent out requesting no parking in the down town area.

He also talked to the City Attorney about a definition of what a compact car is.  The City Attorney is working on it.

Department Updates
Director of Public Works:  The money received from the sale of logs over by Memorial Park should be put in the recreation fund.

Also the Skid Steer that was purchased two years ago was supposed to be replaced every year at a cost of $1,000.  The company this was purchased from is not holding up to the agreement.

Both Chairman Fahl and Mayo Boho directed Mr. Staroba to contact the City Attorney with the details.

4.
Public Comment:
Mr. Kempkes talked about the Water/Sewer assessments in the North Plaza Addition, Ridewood Terrace Addition and First Addition of Ridgewood Terrace.  When the service was put in the existing owners were charged $5,000.  New annexations are being charged $5,000 plus 4% for every year between the install year and the annexation.  He doesn’t feel this is right and would like to see documentation on the approval of this policy.  He feels that there is enough funding in the Phillips Water Sewer Utility that this no longer needs to be done.

A direction was given to the Clerk-Treasurers office to find the information on when the water/sewer services were installed in North Plaza, Ridgewood Terrace and the First Addition of Ridgewood Terrace and any policy for charging property owners for this service.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson to adjourn.
