Acoustics in Municipal Building-Chuck Regner

Mr. Regner would like to install six panels of Styrofoam covered with material in the hall area of the Municipal Building to see if it would help the acoustics.

Mayor Boho doesn’t want this to cause any problems with the hall renters in the future.

Mr. Regner would like to try it at the Legion Post #122 Polka Dance on April 3, 2005.

Mrs. Johnson asked if they were looking at something permanent.

Mr. Fahl requested Mr. Regner do a test and report the results back to the BPW at the next meeting.

Fire Siren Position and Location – Chip Mullineaux (Northway Communications)
Mayor Boho:  How high up is the Fire Siren at the Phillips Fire Hall?  48’ per Mr. Mullineaux.  Mayor Boho was told the siren should be up 60’ on an 80’ pole.

Mr. Mullineaux explained how the sirens work and stated that putting it up higher won’t make it louder.  Northway Communications did not do the engineering or placement study for the City of Phillips before purchasing and installing the new sirens.

The City of Phillips could only afford the fire sirens that were purchased.

Mr. Fahl:  The City of Phillips did not get what they need.

Mr. Mullineaux will do a study and bring back to the BPW a recommendation as to what the City of Phillips should do to correct the issues of the Sirens not being effective.

Argyle Ave. Project Soil Boring.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council to accept the boring contract from Maxim Technology.  Carried

9.
Water/Sewer Assessment Charges for new annexations.
Mr. Staroba:  When a previous council hired Ayres Associates to put in the Water and Sewer in the Ridgewood Terrace, First Addition to Ridgewood Terrace and North Plaza Subdivisions, Ayres divided up the number of lots and potential future annexations. These lots were divided into cost of the project to be a special assessment in order for the City of Phillips to recoup their costs.  In other areas of Water/Sewer installments there were Grants involved which did not allow the City of Phillips to do special assessments to recoup the costs.

Mr. Fahl:  Is there a policy on special assessments?

Mr. Staroba:  Yes there is I will get you a copy.

Mr. Fahl and Mrs. Wenzel didn’t understand the 4% increase per year on the base amount charges to new annexations.  Is this additional charge because of loan payment interest and if so do we still owe anything on this loan?

Mr. Fahl directed D.C.C.T. Revak to check into any outstanding loans the city has on the Water/Sewer installation in Ridgewood Terrace, First Addition to Ridgewood Terrace and North Plaza Subdivisions.  Also what did previous annexation property owners pay and who was charged?

10.
Elk Lake Park Pavilion Project.
Mrs. Wenzel:  The grant application is due May 2, 2005.  We need plans and project cost with a break down of local cost in order to finish writing the grant.  The City of Phillips can’t start the project until the grant is awarded.  On occasion the state will pay out half of the amount awarded ahead of time and the other half when the project is completed.

Mr. Peterson left the

meeting at 5:15 PM
Mr. Fahl presented option #5 in draft form to see what the board thought.  Everyone seemed to like it and feel that option #5 should be given to Ayres Associates to clean up and give cost estimates.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to hire Ayres Associates to draw plans similar to option #5, location map and total cost estimates for the construction of a pavilion to include utility hook-ups in Elk Lake Park.  Carried

Installation of Play Ground Equipment at Sokol Park donated by Czech Festival.

Therese Trojak requested previous to this meeting permission to install playground equipment donated by the Czech Festival organization.  She would like Mr. Staroba (Director of Public Works) to have his crew help.  Mr. Staroba was given a direction to go ahead and help as long as it is not a long project.
