Elk Lake Park Pavilion Project Grant. 

Mrs. Wenzel presented a copy of the Stewardship Local Assistance Program Grant.  The estimated total cost of the Elk Lake Park Pavilion project is $275,911.00.  The grant award for this project would be one-half the actual cost.  One-half of the grant money would be distributed in July and the remaining amount would be received when the project is completed.  If the project would come in less than the estimate the final amount of award money would be adjusted at that time.  The cost can include in kind donations and actual dollars spent.  It will be announced in July who will be awarded the grants.  If the City of Phillips is awarded a grant the project would have to be completed in approximately three years.  Mrs. Wenzel also mentioned a possibility of getting money from the snowmobile club because the pavilion will be built near a snowmobile trail.

Mayor Boho suggested Mrs. Wenzel contact Weathershield in Park Falls for donations of labor.

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, said the city crew could help with labor also.

Mayor Boho would like Mrs. Wenzel to follow through with the grant until project completion.
