Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 5:02 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson.

Others present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Chuck Regner, John Martwick, Don Fitter, Jeff Wolfe, Ken Haines, Chuck Johnson, Dale Meives, Jim Brantner, Jim Bregy and John Iverson.

Review Minutes of Meetings Held on April 5, 2005, April 14,2005 and May 3, 2005:

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Peterson to accept and place on file the minutes of meetings held on April 5, April 14 and May 3 of 2005.  Carried.

Phillips Industrial Park-burning/recycling:

Mr. Jeff Wolfe, representative of Waste Management, stated that they would pick up recycling products from industries at a minimal cost to the owners.  Waste Management already picks up about 75% of the commercial businesses.  Waste Management also picks up at some industries.

Mr. Brantner, Takco Manufacturing, the product we need to dispose of mainly consists of old wood pallets.  Fire Chief Pisca issued us a burning permit.  Fire Chief Pisca, City Attorney Marshall and the DNR worked out an agreeable burning permit.

Neither the Clerk/Treasure’s Office, nor any of the Board Members have seen a copy of this permit.  Mayor Boho:  City Attorney Marshall will fax a copy to the Clerk/Treasurer’s office.

Mr. Brantner suggested trying the new burning permit for a while to see how it goes and then review it in a couple of months.

Mayor Boho:  Continue with the burning as is until it can be reviewed.  More information/restrictions may be needed on the permits that are issued.

Motion by Mr. Peterson, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council to authorize a 30-day permit to burn, in the Phillips Industrial Park, per permit restrictions.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Peterson, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council that industries in the Phillips Industrial Park are responsible for their own recycling disposal.  Carried

Jeff Wolfe left the meeting at 5:35 PM.

Municipal Building Acoustics.

Mr. Regner had Don Fitter, Creative Acoustics, LLC, take a look at the hall in the Municipal Building and give some suggestions on what could be done.  Mr. Fitter suggested hanging 72 pieces, 96” wide x 24” high x 2” thick PVD wrapped acoustical baffles at a cost of $34.00 each.

Effluent Quality:  Phosphorus:  Grade=C

Mr. Martwick:  This may be weather related.  DNR suggests using chemicals for a while to straighten it out.

Financial Management:  Grade =F

Replacement Fund last review in 1995.  Should be reviewed every 2 years.

Public Comment
Ken Haines wants water/sewer brought to the land next to his business on State Highway 13 on the south side of Phillips.  He is pursuing this because of interest in the land by business owners who want city water/sewer available.

John Iverson, Ayres Associates:  Sewer would require a lift station and water would be expensive.  The city would have to go out into the State Highway to get around the Blue Skies building.

Chairman Fahl:  The city could pursue this farther.  Put this on the agenda for next month.

Compact Car Parking Spaces.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Peterson to paint the compact car spaces as is.  Carried

Argyle Avenue Project.

John Iverson, Ayres Associates, recommended replacing all curb.  It would be more footage, but cheaper per foot so a break even in the long run.

It will be difficult to bring the sanitary sewer in the alley out to the street because of elevations.  Better to just replace the sewer and leave it in the alleys.

Also the water mains were last replaced in 1920.  Because of disturbing the ground the water mains should also be replaced.  This will cause less problems in the future.

Elk Lake Park Pavilion Project

Mr. Fahl checked out the Phillips Public Library’s donation plaques.  Some are on tiles and some on wood blocks.  The city would have to consider the elements when deciding what will be use.

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, informed the Board of water main repairs  on Victoria St.

Police Chief Sonntag stated that department personnel are having good results with the junk ordinance enforcement and grass length.  He also wanted to verify that Four Seasons was to mow the grass in the sub-division.  It is zoned residential.  He will enforce this issue and write a citation if need be.  He wanted to make sure that he understood correctly the wishes of the Board of Public Works.

The board all agreed it should be mowed and to continue enforcing this ordinance.
