Review Minutes of Meetings Held on June 7, 2005:

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mr. Fahl to accept and place on file the minutes of meeting held on June 7, 2005.  Carried.

6.
Waste Management Contract Review:

City Attorney Marshall stated the city is allowed to extend a contract without bidding it out.  Waste Management has to be notified before July 31, 2005 if the city wants to extend the contract.  A letter was distributed with City Attorney Marshall’s concerns.  Sec 3.C “The City shall provide one employee during all hours of operation of the Transfer/Recycling Facility who shall be responsible for assuring that only allowable solid waste (as that term may be governed or regulated by state and federal laws, statutes and regulation) is accepted at the Facility….”.

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works stated there is no city employee on duty at the Transfer station.

City Attorney Marshall would like section 3.C removed from the next contract.

Mr. Staroba, Director of Public Works, would like the part about the city being responsible for mowing the grass and providing snow removal services removed.

The Board of Public Works would like 3A, 1,2 & 3 removed.  No guarantee of minimum amount.

City Attorney Marshall was directed to contact Waste Management about the renewal of contract and changes.

Municipal Building Acoustics.

Mr. Regner did not show for the meeting.  Mrs. Johnson stated after talking to Mr. Regner he sounded like the City of Phillips should pay for the acoustics.

The City of Phillips does not have the money at this time for this project.

Water/Sewer services extended to the property owned by Ken Haines.

The City of Phillips will not pay for extended water/sewer south to Ken Haines property at this time.

Road Easement Hillcrest Road.

Repavement of Alley by Copps.

They would like the City of Phillips to pay for the portion covering the alley, and Northwoods Believers Church to pay for the portion by their building.  Mr. Staroba explained that no money was budgeted for this year and he would take the issue to the Board of Public Works.

Discussion on abandoning that portion of the alley then Copps Corporation would be responsible for it.

Discussion on blocking off the south portion of the alley and making it two way for residents.

Mr. Staroba will talk to Copps about the abandonment.
