Board of Public Works Committee

Meeting Minutes

October 4, 2005

Chair Jeffrey Fahl called the meeting to order at 5:05 PM., in the Council Room, Municipal Building, Phillips, Wisconsin.  The heavy rains prohibited the committee from meeting in Elk Lake Park as planned.  Committee members present:  Jeffrey Fahl, Charles Peterson, and Linda Johnson.

Others present:  City Engineer John Iverson of Ayres Associates, Ira Hartman, Bill Baratka, Roger Samuel, Harvey Bilz, Public Works Director Terry Staroba, and Mary M. Willett, City Clerk-Treasurer.

The next BPW meeting will be held on Tuesday November 1, 2005.

Linda Johnson moved to approve the committee minutes of September 6, 2005 and Charles Peterson seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved.

Chair Jeffrey Fahl recognized Roger Samuel from the floor.  Mr. Samuel presented a request for the city to consider a city deer harvest to help eliminate a growing problem.  The committee directed Mary Willett to research for information regarding a city deer harvest, and to bring it forward to the appropriate committees.

Highway Commissioner Bill Knaack told Jeffrey Fahl that Mayor Boho had spoken with Cathy Moritz regarding the land purchase for Hillcrest Road.  Jeffrey will investigate the outcome of that discussion.

The Argyle Project would qualify for borrowing in 2006 as a capital expenditure.  The Baird representative advised refinancing the city’s current debt with the Argyle project funding to reduce refinancing costs. Jeffrey Fahl told the committee that the MSIP-D funds are available for application for a project from the City of Phillips this year.  The total possible amount could be $250,000, and John Iverson will complete the application for the MSIP-D while finishing the Argyle Project engineering and calculation costs to bring the project ready for bid.  The MSIP-D awards will be named on January 15, 2006.  

John Iverson will need documentation for support for the criteria categories for qualification for the MSIP-D to increase the city’s chances of receiving the grant.  Those categories are:  safety, reconstruction projects, high traffic volume projects, and comprehensive planning.

Jeff Fahl and Terry Staroba will set a time with John Iverson so they can meet in Elk Lake Park to stake pavilion placement possibilities between now and the next BPW meeting.

Jeffrey Fahl will call Elk River Septic to have the portable toilets removed on October 10th so they will still be available for people during the Fall Festival.

The Public Works Department is finishing the replacement of sidewalks and then will be flushing the sewers.  The hydrant flushing has been completed.

Bill Baratka addressed the committee regarding Phillips Plating and the water quality issues the company is experiencing with the city water.  City water affects the entire production line, and in the past year the production line has become muddy a dozen times.  When the water  needs to be dumped and production stopped, 5,000-7,000 gallons of water needs to be displaced and replaced.  This process hurts their treatment center.  Phillips Plating would like to drill a private well.  They called the DNR and they have no objections.  They would still need DNR permitting and to follow all the specific procedures.

Mary Willett will research the process Phillips Plastics followed for the installation of their private well and will bring the information forward at the November 1, 2005 meeting.

At 6:26 P.M. Linda Johnson moved to adjourn, Charles Peterson seconded and the meeting was adjourned.
