Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

June 6, 2006

The Board of Public Works meeting was called to order at 5:00 PM on June 6, 2006 by Chair Linda Johnson.  Committee members present included Charles Peterson and Dorothy Hanish.  Additionally, Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, Public Works Director Terry Staroba, Clerk Mary Willett, John Martwick, Dan Virnig, Mike Reed, Charles Regner, David Sonntag, Krista Lynch, Amanda Peterson, Caitlin Roberts, Vickie Roberts and Janis Peterson attended.

Following the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance and roll call, the next meeting was set for Wednesday July 5th at 5:00 PM at the Municipal Hall in the Council Room.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes as written of the May 2, 2006 Board of Public Works’ meeting.  Carried.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to approve overnight parking (provided state camping permits are secured) for the Legion Polka Fest.  Carried. The Board also added that Mr. Regner needs to work with Eugene Kerner (building maintenance) regarding the electrical breaker system.  He also needs to coordinate with the Police Department regarding the Skate Park.
Mike Reed and Dan Virnig presented a proposal for an ATV route in the City of Phillips.  They said they were looking for the Board’s support for a route in the City. The Towns of Ogema and Fifield and the City of Park Falls have all of their streets open to ATV’s.  Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend an ATV proposal to the City Council.  Dorothy Hanish opposed.  Carried 2-1.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to opt for the 0 down/ 8 year payment option for the purchase contract for the Dump Truck with V & H.  Carried.

According to Slaby Deda Law Office, Bruce Marshall has just sent a letter to the Moritzes regarding the property from Hillcrest Road going north to Highway 13.
John Martwick reported that Kaempfer has agreed to put in (and are in the process of putting in) a new heating/A.C. unit. Kaempfer is doing it all. Hansen Heating is starting today. The old unit was $18,000 and the new unit is 8 or $9,000.  Mr. Martwick expects Kaempfer to remove the old unit. 

The Public Works Department will dispose of the old unit and have a dump truck there to receive it.

John Martwick presented the Compliance Maintenance Report prepared for the State of Wisconsin.  Peterson/Hanish motioned approval of the report and recommended taking the Report to the full City Council in the form of a Resolution.

The State of Wisconsin has advised Mr. Martwick that he needs to direct at least $25,000 per year into an equipment replacement fund.  He will also be preparing a value and life expectancy report of all of the water-sewer equipment.

Vickie Roberts introduced her scout troop.  They have completed a Silver Award (planted a flower garden in front of the Phillips Public Library). The girls (Caitlin Roberts, Amanda Peterson, and Krista Lynch) want to complete their gold award by building a playground (buying, assembling, and surrounding with wood chips), planting trees and placing benches in the unnamed park up by Ridgewood Estates’ Mobile Home Park. The girls have already raised a substantial amount of money toward this goal.  Hanish/Peterson motioned approval for the Girls Scouts to proceed with their plans for the park.  Carried.
Invoices from Ayes’ Associates were reviewed by the Board.

Mr. Staroba reported for Mr. Iverson that Switlick & Sons will begin work on the alleys on June 12th.
Under department updates, Mr. Staroba told the Board that Cory Michalec, a Michigan engineering student from Phillips, was hired for the summer in the Public Works Department.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:02 PM.
