Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

July 5, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting to order at 5:15 PM on July 5, 2006 in the Council Room of the Municipal Hall.  Committee members Charles Peterson and Dorothy Hanish were present.  Also present:  Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, John Iverson and Mike Stoffel from Ayres Associates, Terry Staroba, John Martwick, Frank Dusek, Ryan Stutzman and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was set for Tuesday August 1, 2006 at 5:00 PM.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes from the BPW meeting of June 6, 2006.  Carried.
John Iverson introduced Mike Stoffel, an engineer from Ayres Associates who works with John.  John reported that the alleys on either side of Argyle are done, and the work on water main on Walnut has begun.  Tomorrow starting at 7:00 AM, the water is being shut off on 2 blocks.  John Martwick and Brian Kerner contacted all of the people on the two blocks.  50% were home, the rest had notes left for them.  $44,116.65 is the first request from Switlick & Sons.  John Iverson recommends payment of the bill.  

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend payment of Switlick’s bill.  Carried.

The AC/Furnace was installed June 30th, 2006 and they and it works.  The old AC/furnace is planned for removal shortly.  The quote for the new UV treatment is $48.000.  John needs a purchase order and he will be ready to go.  Peterson/Hanish motioned approval of the UV plan and its costs and recommend approval of the full Council.  Carried.

The entire roof needs replacement.  Maurer Roofing has bid $10,618.00 for the new roof and disposal of the old roof.  The new roof will have a ten-year warranty.  

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to Council the bid from Maurer to replace the roof for $10,618.00.  Carried.

The old unit is still our responsibility.  Terry Staroba will get rid of the old, very large unit the best way possible.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall will be meeting with BPW committee to work on a proposal for an ATV ordinance at a date to be set sometime soon.
Linda Johnson started the fund raising for the Elk Lake Pavilion during the July 4th Art Fair.  She had a jar labeled for donations to the pavilion fund.  $42.05 was collected:  $21.05 Saturday, $15 Sunday, $6.00 Tuesday.
BPW Committee decided to sell tiles between the bathroom entrances.  City Clerk Mary Willett will prepare and send letters to area clubs and organizations.  Perhaps some of the groups will be interested in partnering or contributing toward the City’s matching expenses.
If City Attorney Bruce Marshall has not sent a letter or contacted the Moritz family, Linda would like the authority to contact Cathy and speak with her.  Hanish/Peterson motioned approval for Linda Johnson to visit with Cathy Moritz to discuss possible land purchase.  Carried.

The Deer Survey feedback was presented in an excel spreadsheet.  Mayor Fahl pointed out that there is a predominant feeling that feeding should be banned and the number of deer reduced.  The Committee directed Clerk Willett to forward the survey results to the Pat Beringer and Ken Jonas at the DNR.  The City will work with DNR to develop a Deer Management Plan.

Public Works Director Staroba said that the Argyle Project meetings are being held every Wednesday at 1:00PM for comment and updates.  Brian Tomaszewski has returned to work 5hours per day 4 days per week.

Peterson/Hanish moved to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 6:13 PM.
