Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

August 1, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 5:02 P.M. 

Committee members present:  Chuck Peterson and Dorothy Hanish.  Also present:  Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, John Iverson, John Martwick, Jim Charron, Cathy Moritz, Terry Staroba, and Clerk Willett.

The next meeting was set for Thursday September 7, 2006 at 5:00 P.M.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve the meeting minutes of July 5, 2006.  Carried.

John Martwick said that the new roof is set to be installed in September.  The UV system is on order.

The ATV Ordinance process is ongoing and will be moving forward with another meeting, yet t o be set.

Cathy Moritz presented background and current concerns the Moritz family has with access to Highway 13 for the North Phillips’ Business Park and their property adjacent.  Moritzes would like to see the original business park survey (before the construction began) and they would like to see a survey of the park after the development (current).  The family would like to know the amount of acreage the City would like to purchase.  The property value and future salability of the property is a family concern. The traffic from the park and increased traffic are concerns.  She would like to have one person to address the family concern instead of meeting with the full board or council.  

Peterson/Johnson motioned to have Mayor Fahl be the liaison for the Moritz land and associated concerns discussions.  Carried.
The Board discussed, but did not motion, having an agreement with Moritzes where the City would have first option to buy their property, should it be offered in the future.

The completed purchase of the land is conditional upon the State approving access to an intersection on Highway 13.  Possible concerns were considered that the State Department of Transportation may have – the speed limit, vision of oncoming traffic, possibility of the driveway for the Moritz home going to the new access road rather than Highway 13.

Elk Lake Pavilion letters are not yet sent out.

#2 Invoice from Switlick was reviewed.  Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend payment to the full Council for $247,135.06, based on City Engineer John Iverson’s recommendation to pay the invoice.  Carried.

According to John Iverson, City Engineer from Ayres Associates, the Argyle Street Project is going very well.  The water main is installed, as are the laterals to all homes. 
Hanish/Peterson motioned to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 6:15 P.M.
