Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

October 3, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 5:04 P.M.  Committee members present:  Chair Johnson, Charles Peterson and Dorothy Hanish.  Also in attendance:  Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, Clerk Mary Willett, Public Works Director Terry Staroba, Ayres engineer John Iverson, Police Chief David Sonntag, and Fred Krenzke.  City Attorney Bruce Marshall entered the meeting at 5:45 P.M.

The next monthly meeting was set for Thursday November 2, 2006 at 5:00 P.M.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes from the September 7, 2006 meeting with a correction/removal needed at the bottom of page 2 of the minutes which cited a motion.  Carried.
There was an accident with a vehicle and pedestrian in the crosswalk in front of Wells Fargo Bank which was caused by driver negligence.  Chief Sonntag reported that it was a driver behavior issue.  He noted that defensive driving is not taught any more.  Chair Johnson asked how the crosswalks could be made safer.  Chief Sonntag said that more parking could be removed for more visibility.  The ruling in the Price County Court regarding crosswalks is that the right of way is shared between the pedestrian and the automobile and that as a pedestrian enters one lane of traffic – the right of way must be given to the pedestrian while in that lane, but does not pertain to the other lane of traffic.  When the pedestrian exits the lane of traffic, the right of way is given back to the motor vehicle and traffic may resume – even if the pedestrian is still in the crosswalk. …

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve $250,000 of the $289,701.84 #4 pay request from Switlick & Sons.  
John Iverson gave an update on the Highway 13 North Business Park access.  He talked with Cathy Moritz.  Ayres is working with DOT officials to determine whether the property could have access for the park.

John Iverson also noted that he will work with Switlicks and the pay request to get the totals calculated and the unknowns defined.  The Argyle project is winding down and the work is almost completed.  

Terry Staroba reported he was working with Barb Revak on the Public Works budget.  HE also noted he had received the paperwork from Jimmie Windorff (DOT) for the handicapped ramp and the new crosswalk.  Mr. Windorff worked with Chief Sonntag in Terry’s absence to move the request forward.  Terry Staroba left at 6:15 P.M.

Attorney Bruce Marshall introduced the language proposal for the ATV ordinance for the committee’s review and discussion. The Committee is looking at combining both the ATV and snowmobile ordinances together - Ordinances 7.08 and 7.10.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn at 6:39 P.M.  Carried.
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
