Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

November 2, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the Board of Public Works to order at 5:02 P.M.  Present:  Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, John Iverson, Terry Staroba, John Martwick, Kim Bakken and Mary Willett.
The next meeting of the Board was scheduled for Wednesday December 6, 2006 at 5:00 P.M.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the October 3, 2006 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Pay request #5 from Switlick was described by Engineer John Iverson.  Change orders 1 & 2 and the lien wavers and other documents will bring this payment to 98% payment for the project.  John enunciated all of the changes and quantities to the bill.  Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to Council the payment of in voice #5 to Switlick with the approval of the change order #1 and #2.  Carried.
DOT Highway access specialist Mark Ratty has been in contact with the City and with Ayres Associates regarding a northern access to Highway 13 for the Business Park, looking at the Moritz property.  Ayres Associates sent a request with the proper consents from the Moritz family to consider their property for a Highway 13 access. John Iverson called and tried to set up a meeting with the City and Mark Ratty, but the call has not been returned yet.  The City needs a preliminary up or down. Mr. Iverson will keep the Council informed.
Karen Johnson joined the meeting at 5:23 P.M. to discuss her driveway, sidewalk and repair work at her residence on Chestnut.  Karen is satisfied with the restoration work, but she would like more gravel (leveled out).  Terry Staroba and the Public Works crew will add a 2 foot strip of gravel.  Ms. Johnson also said she would need gravel neat the house side of the City sidewalk.  Public Works will take care of this, too.  Regarding Karen Johnson’s conditional use permit and the use of semis and trucks over the sidewalk and curb:  Mrs. Johnson told the Board that she would replace them is it gets broken from the truck usage for the wreath business.
Public Works Director Terry Staroba updated the Board on the progressing Peterson Drive pedestrian crosswalk.  Terry developed the crosswalk according to ADA handicapped specifications.  Meanwhile, the Board requested the crosswalk at the Bowling Alley on Highway 13 and County Road D.  Terry applied for the Peterson and Avon crosswalks and received the approval from DOT. The Bowling Alley crosswalk was denied.  Currently the City has pedestrian crosswalks at Maple Street, Ball Amoco, and Elm Street.  This spring work will need to be done to realign one, eliminate one and paint them.
Water/Wastewater Supervisor John Martwick briefed the Board on the RBC (Rotating Biological Contacts) situation.  This spring, all new bearing were put in the 25 year old RBC.  A bearing housing broke and the chain broke off.  Though a twenty year life expectancy, the replacements made it six months.  John spoke with the manufacturer, and he recommended they come up and figure out what happened and specify how it could be repaired.  Envirex contact, James Erlacker, will be the investigator.  The warranty will apply if it is their fault.  The pillow block that holds the bearing is broken.  Mr. Martwick will be working to resolve the problem.
At 5:42 P.M., Hanish/Peterson motioned to go into closed session.  On a voice vote, all voted yes.  Motion carried.

At 6:02 P.M., Peterson/Hanish motioned to reconvene into open session.  On a voice vote, all voted yes.  Motion carried.

Linda Johnson/Dorothy Hanish motioned to advertise the water/wastewater supervisor position with a December 1, 2006 deadline for the applicants.  Clerk Mary Willett will prepare the application, the job description, and will advertise.  Willett will also work with the Wisconsin Personnel Partners to bring forward a test for the applicants who will be interviewed.
Johnson/Peterson motioned for adjournment at 6:17 P.M.  Carried.
