Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

December 6, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order.  Present at the meeting:  Committee members Charles Peterson and Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, John Martwick, John Iverson and Mary Willett.

The next meeting of BPW was set for Thursday January 4, 2007 at 5:00 P.M.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the November 5, 2006 meeting.  Carried.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to put the timber culled from the Business Park out for bids with bids due January 4th, 2007.  Carried.

Committee members reviewed a letter from Paul Kozey regarding work done on the laterals at the Argyle residence recently sold by his wife. The final bill for Switlick and Sons for the Argyle Street project was reviewed in detail.  Switlick now has a lien waiver from American Asphalt.  Johnson/Hanish motioned to table until the January meeting, a resolution meeting with Mike Longfield, Brent Johnson, Paul Kozey, Steve Schneider and Switlicks – holding back $1,000 from Switlick’s final payment until the Kozey matter is resolved.  Carried.

John Iverson is trying to set up a meeting between Mark Ratty (WI DOT) and the BPW sometime soon regarding the Highway 13 access for the North Business Park.

An unfinished sample letter has been prepared for the Elk Lake Pavilion fundraising effort.  Assistance is needed to get the mailing list prepared: addresses of groups and individuals that should be notified.  Linda Johnson notified the board that there is an opportunity for the City to get some fundraising initiated through a dance during Winter Fest during the last weekend in January in 2007.  The City could sponsor the dance with the proceeds going to the Pavilion fund.  Perhaps the bar could be run by a nonprofit group.  Peterson/Johnson motioned to sponsor a fundraising dance on Saturday January 27, 2007 during the Winter Fest festivities with the proceeds to go to the Elk Lake Pavilion fund.  Carried.

Terry Staroba AND John Martwick updated the Board on the nonworking RBC.  The furnace at Water Treatment is working great.  

The correct UV brackets have been received for the UV installation, and Trojan UV wants to be paid and DNR personnel want the City to pay to close out the Clean Water loan.  John Martwick said that the three day installation (April 11-13, 2007) of the UV is included in the cost.  The new UV unit is being stored in the chlorine room.  Mary Willett will work with Maureen Hubeler and Lonn Franson at the DNR and will coordinate with Trojan UV regarding their payment.

Currently Public Works is looking for a water leak under Highway 13 by The Timber Inn, and to date have not been able to locate it.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to close.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:18 P.M.
