 Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

January 4, 2007

Chair Linda Johnson opened the meeting of the BPW at 5:02 P.M. Mayor Fahl joined committee members Chuck Peterson and Dorothy Hanish were present.  Also present:  Terry Staroba, Bruce Marshall, John Martwick, Kim Bakken, Frank Dusek, John Iverson, Linda Windmoeller, Marjory Brzeskiewicz, Ken Matsick, Margo Matsick ,Kay Matsick and Mary Willett.

Under public comment, Margo Matsick expressed displeasure with the notice for the closed session, stating it was not specific enough.  Attorney Bruce Marshall stated the noticed agenda met the letter of the law.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the 12/2/2006 BPW meeting.  Carried.

Frank Dusek presented a proposal to add a 36’ x 32’ addition to the back side of the Chapparals’ building located behind City Hall on City property.  The survey begun in 1998 for the original building has never been completed.  Mr. Dusek has contacted Albert Simpson and will do so again.  The additional storage will be for the Lion’s Club and the Phillips’ Chamber for storage.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to Council that the addition as proposed by Mr. Dusek be approved if the survey is completed.  Carried.

Snowplowing in from of Elvis Presley’s/Bloom’s Tavern is completed by the city crew the same way as all other properties in the City.  Public Works’ Director Staroba described continual phone calls by Mr. Presley to him at home and the garage requesting plowing and sand.  City Attorney Marshall said the issue generated from angle parking and consistency within the city.  Attorney Marshall said he would generate a letter early next week.
BPW advised Public Works Director Staroba to advertise the timber/wood from the north business park and set a February deadline.

Ken Matsick and Terry Staroba described the water main repair on Flambeau Avenue to the BPW and how Harvey Bils’ payment request is not acceptable and in their opinion should not be paid.  Johnson/Peterson motioned to deny the payment request and that Mr. Staroba and Mr. Matsick should write up their reasons and submit them to the clerk for inclusion in a letter of denial to the Bils.

Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to council to accept Ayres’ contract proposal for the Highway 13 access design and engineering work.  Carried.

DOT’s Matt Ratty will be meeting with BPW and city personnel on this issue on Tuesday January 30th at noon – meeting first at City Hall.

Terry Staroba stated the department has had three water main breaks and two substantial snow removals.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to go into closed session. On a unanimous voice vote, the motion carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to reconvene into open session.  The motion carried following a unanimous voice vote.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to interview candidates #2,3,4,5,9 & 13 from the eighteen candidates who applied.  Carried. 
Interviews will be scheduled at next Tuesday’s Council meeting.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:05 P.M.
