Minutes

Board of Public Works
April 4, 2007

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.  Committee member Dorothy Hanish and Mayor Fahl were in attendance.  Member Chuck Peterson was excused – he was called in to work.

Public Works Director Terry Staroba, John Iverson, Joe Perkins, Bill Felch, Patti Wenzel and Mary Willett were also present.

Tuesday May 1, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. was set for the next committee meeting.

Hanish/Johnson motioned to accept the minutes of March 6, 2007 as presented.  Carried.

Timber bids were opened.  Two bids were received:  Don DeLasky and George Lepke.  Don DeLasky bid only on the popple.  George Lepke’s bid was for $40.00 per cord for hardwood and popple.  Hanish/Johnson motioned to accept George Lepke’s bid.  Carried.  Director Staroba called Mr. Lepke from the meeting to let him know his bid was awarded.  A letter will be sent to confirm the acceptance of the bid.
Bill Felch, fireman from Fifield, WI, came to request assistance in locating City property 60’ x 70’ for the location of a “splash tower”. NTC wants to put in a “splash wall” for fire training.  IT needs to be near water and electricity to light the site.  The tower would be 30’ high and a 35’ ladder would be placed up against it. Phillips is the most regional spot for the location.  Joe Perkins sits on the NTC Advisory Committee as President of the County Firemen’s Association.  Terry Staroba said he would work with them to help locate a spot.  Some concern was expressed regarding the use of the City water.  When a location is secured – negotiations regarding costs will ensue.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend acceptance by the Common Council of the 2007 Water/Sewer Budget proposal.  Carried.
John Iverson suggested/requested communications with the business park’s neighboring land owners.  Additionally, City Attorney Marshall was communicating with the neighbors across the road.  Ayres would like feedback on this.
Following a discussion with John Iverson of Ayres interspersed with some prepared figures from Mid State Associates regarding the next steps for the Elk Lake Pavilion, Johnson/Hanish motioned to send the Ayres’ contract to the City Council and attempt to set up Bob Brown and John Iverson from Ayres to be at the Council meeting to explain contract costs.  Carried.

Wyoming Street conditions and use were discussed.  Currently, it is the designated route for the school buses. The road is very narrow with no curb/gutter.  Wear and tear and possibly less than favorable abuse/compromise is occurring.  The committee is looking at establishing Germania as the street to bring the school buses forward instead of Wyoming.  Mayor Fahl will contact School Superintendent Trochinski regarding this matter and report back to the committee.

Hanish/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:25 p.m.
