Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

June 5, 2007

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Committee members present included Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson and Dorothy Hanish.  Also present:  Mayor Fahl, John Iverson, John Martwick, Terry Staroba, Fred Krenzke, Gerald Trochinski, Vicky Petrashek, Michelle Edwards, Michael Stoffel, Bill Ball, Barb Revak and Mary Willett (arrived at 6:10 p.m.).
Next month’s meeting was set for Tuesday July 3, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. A special meeting was set for June 12, 2007 at 2:00 p.m. to tour the business park and the elementary school bus route.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the May 1, 2007 meeting.  Carried

Hanish/Peterson motioned to reduce Central State Signing April water/sewer bill to $94.05 (out of pocket costs) and to leave the July bill as is, $565.55.  Carried.

Michelle Edwards & Vickie Petrashek explained to the Board about the walking trails they have laid out in the City of Phillips.  They asked for permission to place color coded signs up in the city and asked for help from the Director of Public Works in putting them up.  Peterson/ Hanish motioned to give permission to put up signs and the Director will help.  Carried.

Michelle Edwards & Vickie Petrashek left at 5:35 p.m.

Public Comment:  Bill Ball presented a picture show of the rain water run off that ends up in his parking lot.  Put this on the agenda for July 3rd meeting.
School Superintendent Trochinski and the Board discussed the Elementary School Bus route, problems and possible solutions.  The board will tour the route on June 12, 2007 and make a decision at a later date.  Put this on the agenda for the July 3rd meeting.
Chair Johnson stated that Police Chief Sonntag wants to move the fence behind the Municipal Building.  He would like to totally enclose the blacktopped skate park area.  The existing fence along the sides would get moved over to extend across and along the blacktop.  If this was done there may not be room for vehicles to back into the garage.  Peterson/Hanish motioned to NOT move the fence.  Carried

John Iverson needs info requested in order to continue.  Peterson and Staroba will talk to the land owner that needs to move driveway.  The City of Phillips needs to document his response in writing on city letterhead.  This will then be turned in to DOT.

Elk Lake Park Pavilion, John Iverson asked:

1. Does the City want the ability to drain the water system using compressed air?
2. We will bid porcelain toilet fixtures as base bid, stainless steel as alternate bid.

3. There is a double bowl sink shown in Kitchen, this requires a grease trap be installed. 

The City can change to single bowl an eliminate grease trap.
4.    See our drawing Sheet A 5.1, I'm not you will need all the Cabinets shown as you will be renting the space.
5.    We will spec key operated hose bibs on the outside and in toilets for cleaning.

The Committee decided:

1. Yes to compress air. 

2. Yes to bid porcelain but stainless steel as alternate. 

3. Yes to single bowl sink. 

4. No overhead cabinets.  We didn’t discuss reducing the lower cabinets. 

5. Yes, Terry wants hose bibs outside and in the bathrooms. 

PUSH thinks it is possible to directionally bore for the water and the sewer connections.  PUSH is estimating $17,000 - $20,000 to do both lines and the corporations cock.  An estimated proposal will be coming forward. Ayres has used the moneys authorized.  Additional funds need to be allocated for the pursuit of the Railroad agreement, the grinder pump design and the coordination.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to Council to authorize up to $7,000 additional for the purposes outlined for the pavilion project.  Carried.

August 1, 2007, John Iverson will be retiring from Ayres Associates.  Michael Stoffel will work with the City of Phillips when John retires.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to convene into closed session at 6:34 p.m.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to reconvene into open session at 6:47 p.m. Carried.

John Martwick and Terry Staroba will review the applicants for the Water/Wastewater Supervisor position and make recommendations for interviews at the June 12th, 2007 meetings.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:48 p.m.

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.  Present at the meeting were:  Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Jeff Fahl, Terry Staroba and Mary Willett.

The group traveled to the Business Park at 2:20 p.m. to tour and check out the area.  Mary Willett left with Dorothy Hanish and brought her back to City Hall at 2:45 p.m., rejoining the group at 3:00 p.m.

The group then traveled to the Industrial Park and inspected the area from 3:03 until 3:25 p.m.

The group then traveled to Wyoming Street and then to the Phillips’ Elementary School – observing the streets currently being used for the bus route and inspecting alternatives.  The group left this area at 3:40 p.m. to travel to City Hall.

At 3:43 the group reconvened at City Hall, rejoining Dorothy Hanish in the Council Room.  

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the full City Council to open up the remaining lots in the Business Park that have sewer and water access at this time – zero dollars will be budgeted in revenues for the trees removed in the 2008 budget and the crews will leave a buffer to the back, leaving any hardwoods.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the City Council that the bus route remain the same from the Phillips’ Elementary School for 2007/2008, except that there will be no parking on the east side of Wyoming Street from Germania to Flambeau from 7:30-8:30 a.m & from 3:00-4:00 p.m. on school days.  Carried.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the full City Council at the regular July meeting that Elk Street become the bus loading/unloading beginning in 2008/2009 school year.  The sidewalk, curb and gutter to be installed from the Bus Garage to the school as the School District’s responsibility, and a loading zone will be designated.  Turner Street will return to a 2-way street.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Carried. Meeting adjourned at 3:54 p.m.
