PUSH, Inc. faxed a quote for $23,080.00 for the directional boring work for the extension of the water (570’ for 2” water from H) and sewer (318’ 2” sewer from Highway 13) laterals.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the quote for the work.  Carried.

Bill Ball explained the problems with storm sewer water with his property, The BP Station, on Highway 13 in the City of Phillips.  Bill would like to see the state of Wisconsin to put the storm sewer back where it was.  Terry Staroba said that Barb Hoeft from DOT was the contact for this.  Subway put in bigger manholes and drain but have not completed the blacktopped to match the height – therefore the water runs over the highway.  Terry explained that Subway was waiting for the clearance for the abandonment of the test wells.  They now have been abandoned.  American Asphalt is to do the work – 95% of the water should go down the drains when the work is completed.
Todd Toelle and Bronson Thalacker, Pete Simurdiak, Jeff Williams and Terry Staroba forward flushed and reverse flushed at Paul Heidenreich’s property today.  Terry recommended that Mr. Heidenreich take the filter out.  Terry drank from the hydrant.  Manganese was in the lines – dead end line for a year.  The guys really flushed it.  The property has had copper service for 5 years.  Terry Staroba felt the problem was now resolved.

Central State Signing requested the final offer for their water-sewer bill to be revisited.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to leave the final bill as it has been resolved to the Council.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the Recycling Compliance Assurance Plan as presented.  Carried.

Ayres invoices for $3,600.49 & $8,248.71 were reviewed.

Terry requested bids from three local contractors for the excavating work to be done down in the park for the pavilion.  The bad soils need to be removed and good soils and base placed in the hole to prepare for the construction.  The bids were for the hourly wage for equipment/backhoe/vibrator:  Scott Cebery $115/hr, DeLeasky $120/hr and Lepke at $95/hr.  He will keep 3 trucks running and hauling while the soils are being dug out. Since the total amount will be less than $10,000 – no formal bids are needed.

The Board of Public Works will hold a groundbreaking on Thursday 9th of August at 4:30 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
