Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

November 6, 2007

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips’ Board of Public Works to order at 5:04 p.m.  Present were:  Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeffrey Fahl, Terry Staroba, Mike Stoffel, Patti Wenzel and Mary Willett.

The meeting for December was set for Wednesday the 5th at 4:30 p.m. 

Peterson/Hanish motioned to accept the minutes of the October 2, 2007 meeting of the BPW.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to give City Attorney Bruce Marshall the subcontract request for William West of Blue Iris and will expect a response at the October Council meeting.  Carried.

Paul Heidenreich has notified Chair Johnson that he is seeking legal counsel to pursue a resolution to his water situation.  The committee reviewed all of the efforts of the water department and the communications of Mr. Heidenreich.  A quote from T & C Water Systems of Medford for Mr. Heidenreich was also studied.  City Engineer Mike Stoffel told the committee that the city’s water has continually been within the DNR limits.  The City has also given the situation due diligence as the owner/operator of the system.  The City may want to consider surveying the community in regards to manganese in the water systems of water customers.  After study of the survey results, future planning of a manganese removal plant may be considered.  Johnson/Peterson motioned to authorize a letter denying the payment of a system for Mr. Heidenreich by the City of Phillips.  Carried.  
Mike Stoffel will contact Mark Ratty of Wisconsin Dot by letter to explain the efforts and results experienced by the City of Phillips in the attempts for agreements with driveways on the north end of Phillips near the Business Park.

The Deer Management Plan needs to incorporate Chief Sonntag’s feedback, which was unavailable at the time of this meeting.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve the new 5 year road improvement plan for the City of Phillips.  Carried.  Mayor Fahl will pursue MSIP funding of $7,000 for the block of Eyder between Maple and Chestnut.

Five Year Road Improvement Plan – City of Phillips

YEAR 2008
Reconstruct, replace 12” of sub-base, 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Depot Road from County Trunk H to State Hwy 13.

YEAR 2009

Reconstruct, replace 18” of sub-base, 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Eyder Ave. from Chestnut Street to Maple Street and continue on Maple Street West for ½ block.

YEAR 2010
Reconstruct, mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Arcade Street from Flambeau Avenue to Center Street.

Overlay Eyder Avenue with 2” of asphalt from Maple Street to Oak Street.

YEAR 2011
Reconstruct; mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Beebe Street from Cherry Street to Chestnut and Maple Street from Argyle Avenue to Avon Avenue.

YEAR 2012
Reconstruct, mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Linden Street from Avon Avenue to Eyder Avenue alley approximately 1 ½ blocks.

The Pavilion project is progressing.  Mr. Staroba gave Huotari some antifreeze for the traps.  Jakel, the plumbing contractor is to pump out the drains.  PUSH will be coming in the near future to drill for the water/sewer lines.  Until then, Mike Stoffel noted that it is Huotari’s responsibility to protect the drains, not the City’s responsibility. The masons are projected to be on site by the 16th of November, and the subcontractor with the trusses, roof and shingles are projected to be on site by the 26th.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
