Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

January 3, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips’ Board of Public Works to order at 4:00 p.m.  Also in attendance were:  Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Mike Stoffel and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday February 5, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes as presented of the December 5th, 2007 meeting.

A discussion regarding the problem of snow being tossed back into the city streets after the city plows.  Public Works’ Director Terry Staroba explained that there are state and local ordinances against this practice.  The public works’ department has been assisting businesses with the removal of snow when there is no where for it to go.  The businesses downtown must push their snow from the sidewalks into street for the City to pick up – there is no where to go and this is the past practice.  Snow removal behind the businesses is the responsibility of the business owners.  Several of the downtown businesses contract with the City to have the snow excess removed and then the City bills those businesses for the removal.  There are a few residential properties who have had the City remove their snow that has no where to go and the City then charges for the removal – the snow was recently hauled from Bill McBain’s property at 406 S. Lake Avenue and he will be billed for the service.  
Recently, a situation arose with the property behind Belan Realty.  The City removed snow so that the owner could park behind his building.  The City only plows the drive area of Depot Road.  Businesses contract with their own snow removal people or remove it themselves.  Peterson/Hanish motioned to bill Belan Realty for the snow removed behind his building.  Carried.

The problem noticed in the city streets:  snow is being dumped back out on the streets after the plows go through. This is illegal.  To remedy this situation, the men will radio to City Hall with the addresses.  City Hall will contact the police department to notify (warn) the homeowner/business that the snow needs to be picked up or further measures would then be taken.

Charles Peterson informed the committee that Georgia Pacific will be implementing other measures and will most likely not require the services of Blue Iris /Bill West.

The contractors are continuing to work on the pavilion in the park.  The roof was shingled during the warmer spell in December.

Mike Stoffel, engineer of Ayres’ Associates is still in need of the dates of contact for the papers to be sent to DOT regarding the Highway 13 Business Park access request.
The Deer Management Plan/City Hunt proposal process will resume at the March BPW meeting.

Mayor Fahl signed all of the forms with Price County for the MSIP program.  The City will have several years to complete the approved project which will involve upgrading Eyder Street and Maple Street around the Municipal Building.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to Council to approve the Ayres’ invoice and the current invoice for the Elk Lake Pavilion.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 4:27 p.m.
