Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

March 11, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 4:00 p.m.

Present at the meeting: Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, Mike Stoffel, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker & Barb Revak.

The next meeting was set for Thursday April 3, 2008 at 4:00 p.m.

Linda Johnson received a couple of complaints about no water.  She stated that Day Care’s need to be notified if the water is going to be off for more than 2 hours.  Terry said this was an emergency and they didn’t expect to be off line as long as they were.  He would note in case it happens again.

Mike Stoffel and Terry Staroba discussed the possibility of testing the well’s for VOC’s.  If they are clean the city could go down to semi annually or possibly even close out the land fill sampling program.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to accept the minutes of the February 5, 2008 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Mike Stoffel and Terry Staroba reported that the roof is done on the pavilion.  Nothing else has been done because of the frost in the ground.  They are now waiting for Push.
Hwy 13 access:  Mike Stoffel presented the Mayor with the permit application for him to sign.  It was signed and returned.
Discussed contract for any Porta Potties in the future.  The city may need to have some at the park for the month of May during fishing season if the pavilion isn’t ready.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to have Terry Staroba find a replacement for Gene Kerner while he is out for his surgery.  Terry is to contact Rob Moon and/or John Terry.  Carried

Terry Staroba wasn’t pleased about the article in the paper telling people to come and get sand for their sidewalks and drives.  Everyone is coming, including people from out of town.  He doesn’t want this in the paper next year.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to convene into closed session at 4:35.  Carried on a voice vote, 2-0.
