Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

April 3, 2008

The BPW meeting of April 3, 2008 was called to order by Chair Linda Johnson at 4:01 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeff Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, and Mary Willett.

The next BPW meeting will be held on Tuesday May 6, 2008 at 4:00 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of 3-5-2008.  Carried.

April 22nd or a backup date of April 23rd was picked for visiting the Medford, WI incubator building and talking with personnel there regarding their facility.

Mayor Fahl presented the information he received from Xcel Energy regarding the meter for the pavilion – Xcel is recommending dual meters:  1 for the furnace off-peak, and 1 for the other utilities.
Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the common council a $150 rental fee for the pavilion, with a $50 return once the kitchen is checked over and the facility is found to be clean.  Carried.
Mike Stoffel from Ayres Associates sent an email, which was read at the meeting stating: “Regarding the Industrial Park access, I did get a phone call from the DOT confirming they received the application and will be routing around to their different departments for comment.  I have not received anything back yet.”
Bronson Thalacker reported that he has thoroughly examined all of the water surveys.  The majority of the respondents have no problems with the city’s water.  Some did report discolorations during flushing times.  There are some survey responses that have raised some concerns.  Bronson, Mike Longfield and Todd Toelle are following up with the residents who have some serious problems described on their survey responses.  Bronson will be preparing a report from the survey responses.
The committee reviewed the deer management plan, the ordinance to ban the feeding of deer and the sample registration materials and licenses.  The final version will be reviewed in May and then the public hearing will be scheduled.
Terry Staroba explained long-standing water clean out practice that the City does about 18 times a year – the Normal Building flushes out the 6” line – the county could purchase an adapter and resolve this maintenance issue once and for all.  The committee decided that a letter would be prepared once the new county board is seated and organized to see if there can be a resolution to this constant issue.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 4:49 p.m.
