Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

May 6, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 4:00 p.m. 

Present at the meeting were:  Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Mike Stoffel and Mary Willett. 

The June meeting was set for Tuesday June 3, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.

Under public comment, Dorothy Hanish brought forward the complaints from the public works employees regarding when they are paid.  The matter will be placed on the May Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee agenda.

Public Works Director Terry Staroba detailed what the drawdown proposal means to the City of Phillips’ water-sewer systems and fire protection:  The water level should be 15’ from the bottom of the well casing – with the drawdown, the level would be 6’ and would not meet minimum.  Throttling the wells down will threaten the water supply.  The affluent/sewer pipe would be exposed – so if a drawdown is to occur, the pipe will need to be extended.  Additionally, fire protection for the city is jeopardized if there are any structure fires next winter in the drawdown situation.  During the last drawdown the City was not using wells #4 & 5 – only #6.  Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker and Mayor Fahl attended the open meeting held in the county board room regarding the prospective drawdown.  A letter should be sent to the county board members stating Terry Staroba’s concerns.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to adopt the minutes of the April 3, 2008 meeting.  The motion carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to deny the request for a streetlight by the park on Ridgewood Circle because there is no intersection there.  99% of the time, there is an intersection where streetlights are placed.  Motion carried.

Terry Staroba read a letter from Waste Management to the Committee.  WM new management in Milwaukee has decided to close the transfer station in the Industrial Park.  WM wants to discuss best options until 2011 contract would have expired. The meeting was set for Thursday May 15th at 3:30 p.m. to meet with Jeff Wolfe from Waste Management.  Mike Stoffel will forward a WM contract to the clerk’s office.
Director Staroba explained the results of a test run use of Envirotech portable video inspection system.  He was able to determine the problems from the laterals of the Normal Building were not the county’s problem, but the City’s.  This equipment need can be reviewed again this summer when the City works on the capital improvement plan.

Terry Staroba told the committee that the no fault sewer backup insurance is not necessary.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 5:02 p.m.
