Linda Johnson called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Jeff Wolfe and Mary Willett.

Jeff Wolfe told the committee that Waste Management is closing the transfer facility.  The volume does not justify the expense of the facility.  WM is looking to run their routes differently to conserve the gas expense.  Phillips is an area that WM wants to stay in.  3rd party customers rate per ton of $175 is very high.  Waste management would like to pick up the garbage and the recycling simultaneously on a once a week pickup.
Waste management would offer to pick up the garbage for the revenues from the sale of the stickers for the garbage bags.  There are 3 years a couple of months left on the current contract.

Jeff Wolfe will follow up with a letter and will come back to finalize the details to get the information out to the public.  Radio-tv & channel 6 announcements– and inserts in the water/sewer bills were discussed as ways to get the information out once the details are settled upon.
