Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

July 1, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present at the meeting were:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeffrey Fahl, Terry Staroba, Mike Stoffel, Laura Briske, Julianne Briske, Tiffany Stenerson, Frank Dusek and Barb Revak.

August’s meeting was set for Tuesday August 5th, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes as presented for the June 3, 2008 committee meeting.  Carried.

The Girl Scouts presented a proposal in regards to working towards a Gold Award.  They would like to place benches in the City parks at various locations.  The girls will raise funds and purchase and/or build benches for the parks.  A letter is attached at the end on the minutes.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the common council to accept the proposal from the Girls Scouts allowing them to place benches in the City parks at various locations.  Carried

The pavilion dedication was set for July 23, 2008 from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Plans were discussed.  Selling Brats, Beer and soda.
Non-profit organization should be in charge.

Peterson-We should sell brats and soda.
Johnson-The Girls Scouts could sell Brats to raise money for the benches.
Fahl-I was thinking of giving something away like cookies.

Johnson-Have Willett check with Pritzl beverage and Stueber beverage for beer and pop.

Johnson stated she was getting calls from citizen as to why the grass isn’t getting mowed over by the skating rink.  Staroba explained the one of his crew does the road sides and other tall grass areas once a year but he is so short handed that he hasn’t had a chance to do it yet.
Frank Dusek presented a picture of the Lion’s Fountain they are planning on installing at the Elk Lake Park Pavilion.  He stated the cost is $3,000.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to accept the donation of the lion’s head fountain by the Lion’s Club.  Carried

Discussion on the rental charges for the Elk Lake Park Pavilion.  Lion’s Club members are upset about the charge.  They have made a lot of donations and feel they shouldn’t be charged to use it.  They would like a letter in regards to the fee/no fee and usage of the park/kitchen for them for future reference.

More discussion on the fees for the park.  Johnson feels the fees are too high.  Members are questioning why the Chamber isn’t getting charged when they are charging the vendors participating in the 4th activities.  The board doesn’t have an answer for the Lion’s Club.

Put this on the agenda for the next meeting:  Rental rates for the Elk Lake Park Pavilion, reservations for all parks and use of outside electrical hook-ups.

The Yanich property/alley access issue is being handled by City Attorney Marshall according to Staroba.  Terry went over and took a look at the alley access and stated that it could be worked out.  Currently it is very tight to drive from Hwy 13 (Lake Street) south into the alley.
Put this on next month’s agenda

Staroba opened up the bathrooms at the Elk Lake Park Pavilion.  He brought down toilet paper but the paper towel dispenser is different and will have to order separate supplies.  This will be a recreation expense.  There was no penalty clause for Huotari not being done by June 1st, 2008.  Waste Management donated 5 containers at no charge.

Stoffel:  The Highway 13 intersection design for the business park north of town is fine.  Ayres has an acquisition group that could handle all the details.  The cost would be $6,500 for the appraisal and $4,500 for the acquisition and the abbreviated study would cost about $7,000.  Stoffel will draft a contract.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve Ayres to proceed with the process for the acquisition, traffic impact analysis and appraisal for the Highway 13 business park access.  Carried
The Price County Dams Committee will meet on July 8, 2008 at 9:15 a.m. to discuss the invasive species/water drawdown.

Invoices presented for review:  Pay request #6, Neeck Concrete, American Asphalt.  Johnson/Hanish motioned to hold pay request #6.  Carried
Staroba:  The alleys have the binder coat on and things are going along smoothly.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:07 p.m.
