Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

October 7, 2008

Chair Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Committee members Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, and Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Jeff Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Mike Hladilek and Mary Willett.

The next meeting of the committee was set for Thursday November 6th at 4:00 p.m.

Clerk Willett will check with NWRP for the press release and contract regarding the Business Enterprise Center.

The committee reviewed the Water/Sewer and Public Works Capital Improvement Plan – more detail will be included in future meetings.

The City of Phillips will not be contracting with Waste Management for the removal of yard waste. Past practice will be continued.

Jakel plumbing is top provide a quote for a test toilet and placement to resolve the issue at the pavilion.
Mike Hladilek presented the final proposal for the motion activated camera for the pavilion.  As soon as the City orders and receives the equipment as presented, he will make sure all is installed as intended.
Peterson/Hanish motion to recommend to the Common Council to change the deer management plan and implementation removing the Chief as the sole director of the deer hunt procedures.  Carried.
Mike Stoffel of Ayres Associates said that the engineers have been in continued contact with the Department of Transportation.  There is no traffic forecast from DOT yet. The final approval is anticipated in December.  Mr. Stoffel prepared estimates for the total cost of the intersection, but the figures were not very concrete at this time.

Chair Johnson reported that the Fall Festival was pretty decent this year with more vendors and more nonprofits selling food.  Discussion ensued regarding the date of the Phillips Fall Festival since it is the same date used by Ogema for their Christmas Festival for the past 50 years.  

The City of Phillips has always tried to avoid direct competition with parades and activities with other municipalities. Ms. Johnson reported that the Chamber was trying to avoid direct competition with the Bayfield Apple Festival. Ms. Johnson said she would take the concerns back to the Chamber.

Public Works Director Staroba reported that the crack filling of the streets and the complete flushing of all hydrants have been completed.

Meeting adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
