Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

November 6, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 4:02 p.m.

Present at the meeting:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeff Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Pat Beringer, Marj Brzeskiewicz, Linda Windmoeller, Mark Brzeskiewicz and Mary Willett.

December meeting was set for Tuesday December 2nd at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the October 7th, 2008 meeting.  The motion carried.

Linda Windmoeller updated the committee on the status of the Tree Committee.  She told the BPW committee that she would like to have more members or more participatory members appointed to the Tree Committee.   She will be contacting the City liaison Chuck Peterson to set up a meeting before the December Council meeting for the Tree Committee’s next meeting.
Chuck Peterson will be the lead on the Huntmaster Committee and will have training scheduled for later in the month.  Justin Heizler and Mike Mullaney will be on the committee with him.  Pat Beringer reported that all of the deer will be registered at the BP station in Phillips and all deer heads must be surrendered for the CWD program testing.  Clerk Willett will meet with Mr. Beringer to obtain more registration forms and tags and to go over the City of Phillips’ forms and training process for the hunt next week.
NWRP will be attending an IDC meeting on November 11th.  NWRP will be issuing the press release and possibly coordinating a groundbreaking.
The departments continue to make some progress on the capital improvement plans.

Brian Tomaszewski is retiring January 31, 2009.  BPW committee expressed the recommendation to leave the position vacant.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to put in place the recommendation to leave Brian Tomaszewski’s position vacant, but to keep the financial equivalency in the Public Work’s budget.  Carried.
Clerk Willett reported the increased requests being made by groups to hold regular monthly and bi-monthly meetings in the Phillips Municipal Building.  Willett requested some direction from the committee at the December meeting.

Marjorie Brzeskiewicz presented information to the committee regarding the invasive shrub species prevalent in the City of Phillips.  She brought samples of the honeysuckle and buckthorn.  She would like to bring forward some public awareness and demonstration projects, and also to enlist some assistance from the Public Works Department to help eradicate the invasive shrubs.  Taylor, Rusk, Price and Sawyer counties form the Upper Chippewa Invasive Species Cooperative, and they share resources to try to control the invasive shrub species.  Public Works Director Terry Staroba told Marj the department would work with her, particularly in the winter when it is not snowing.  There is some grant money to provide the herbicide.  The program is to cut and spray to kill the invasive species.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend the water/sewer assessment hook-up fee schedule to the full council.  Carried.

Pavilion discussion centered on the issue of the malfunctioning toilets.  The toilets have now been in place for 5 months and the issues need to be finally resolved.  The committee turned to Mike Stoffel and requested the issues be put to rest.  Ayres is contracting out to determine if there is a design error, contractor construction error or simply below acceptable standard of a toilet fixture.
Mike Stoffel reported that Tia had sent in the paperwork to the Department of Transportation.  DOT determined that a blow by lane will not be needed.  
The Chamber Winter Festival will be the last weekend in January (24th and 25th).  There will be snowmobile races & ice fishing competitions.

Public Works have winterized the fire hydrants, purchased and received the salt/sand mix for the roads, swept the streets thoroughly and planted a dozen trees.

The meeting adjourned at 5:25 p.m.
