Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

December 2, 2008

Linda Johnson convened the BPW meeting at 5:03 p.m.

Present:  Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeff Fahl, Linda Johnson, 

Terry Staroba, Bruce Marshall, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Troy Kadlecek and Mary Willett.

January 2009 meeting was set for the 6th at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to adopt the meeting minutes of November 6, 2008 as presented.  The motion carried.

Troy Kadlecek presented a letter and model ordinance as prepared by the Wisconsin Department of Commerce.  The state periodically puts the contracts for UDC inspections out for bid.  A contractor near Plainfield appears to have had the bid awarded for our district. Troy would like to continue working with the City of Phillips’ UDC residential contractors for the required permits and inspections with the state.  

The committee reviewed the documents and wanted to know if the ordinance change was necessary for the City to continue to work with Troy on state residential permits and inspections.  The committee will review the requirements and proceed once more knowledge is obtained. 

Public Works Director Staroba presented a plan to purchase a new crew cab truck (2008) this year with the funds which were allocated for the garbage and which went unused when Waste Management closed the transfer station and changed the contracts with the City for the garbage costs.  Staroba is capitalizing on the slow market and has been able to negotiate a $34,000 plus vehicle for $23,600.  IT appears to be narrowed to two trucks – a GMC or a Chevy Silverado.  Instead of budgeting next year, he is able to utilize the funds in his budget and will work with the Clerk’s office to bring forward the exact amount which will need to be transferred from the street equipment savings for a budget adjustment at the next council meeting.  The committee acknowledged that it was a good plan as long as it worked in his budget.
Bruce Marshall updated the committee on the negotiations of the improvement of the alley adjacent to Phillips Service Center.  He and Jay Reinke met with the Yaniches to try to come up with a solution which would better allow for the safe movement of vehicles into and out of the alley.  Marshall then met with Terry Staroba and analyzed the options.  They contact John Mess of Price County Telephone to see if a pedestal could be relocated, and if so, at what cost.  Mess reported back to them that it would cost a minimal amount, but that the Michaels’ crew are gone until Spring, at which time the pedestal could be relocated further North to get it out of the identified area to add a wider radius for safer negotiations of a turn.  
Peterson/Hanish motioned to authorize Bruce Marshall the authority to cut a deal with Yaniches for their approval and also to confirm that Marshall will do the deeding portion of the agreement.  Carried.

The alleyway will need to be sub cut and graveled up to the existing parking area until such time that there are funds and/or blacktop to add on to that area while doing another project.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall presented the waste haulers contract for approval.  Peterson/Hanish motioned to accept the contract.  Carried.

Bronson Thalacker presented a 2009 water/sewer budget.  A few questions regarding the depreciation and the status were needed by the committee.  The budget will be reviewed in January for recommendation to council for adoption.

Clerk Mary Willett met with DNR wildlife specialist Pat Beringer in the Park Falls DNR office on November 12th to review all of the deer hunt documents and noted recommended changes.  All of the City’s deer documents –the application, code of ethics, release and authorization to shoot were changed to meet the recommendations.  Additional tags and registration forms were secured from the DNR.  Chuck Peterson held two trainings  - on November 18th and 19th – and nine additional hunters signed up to hunt for the city deer hunt.
Chuck said he expects the hunters to get more active in the city once the gun  hunts are past.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to begin charging groups for meetings in 2009 at a rate of $25 per meeting or $50 for a whole day.  Carried.  Clerk Willett will send letters to groups currently meeting to inform them of the changed policy.

Mike Stoffel reported on the inspection performed by Certified of Altoona on the plumbing systems and toilets at the pavilion.  Ayres and Apex chose Certified because they are currently working at Marquip and have a good reputation. There are a number of contributing factors to the dissatisfaction in the performance of the toilets:

1. the toilets themselves

2. the offsets, while legal – they do affect the toilet performance

3. the collars are too high

4. the toilet that was sent to test is not sufficient either and it was broken.

5. a Toto test toilet will be tried. If it works, all the toilets will be replaced with the Toto model.

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation is communicating with Ayres and the final approvals and permits should be forthcoming by the end of the year.
Hanish/Peterson motioned recommend to the Council to approve the Contract for the remaining items with the Business Park Intersection once the language has been consistently changed.  Carried.

The Schilling Electric bill was the result of requests by vendors for outlets – Clerk Willett sent the vendor to Terry Staroba. Terry contacted Schilling Electric to add the outlets.  Though a bid was not requested, Terry will check to verify the costs before the bill is paid with the pavilion costs from TIF #4.
The meeting adjourned at 6:27 p.m.
