Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

February 3, 2009
Chair Linda Johnson opened the meeting of the Board of Public Works.

Present were:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Mike Stoffel, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker and Mary Willett.

The March BPW committee meeting was set for Tuesday March 3, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the BPW minutes from January 6, 2009.  Carried.

The committee and those in attendance reconvened into the Clerk’s office to view a video of the main on Pine Ridge Road.  The City’s lateral is at 22’0” – just as the City’s map illustrates.  Tucker Johnson’s new lateral is visible and has a steady water infiltration.  This video exonerates the City of any obligation to pay the requested $1,900.00+ fee for the installation of the new lateral by the A Team.  Mr. Staroba will contact Birchland Realty tomorrow February 4, 2009 to explain the results of the televising of the line.
Water/Sewer Superintendent Bronson Thalacker reported that he has been working with Sue Pisca, owner of Phillips Dry Cleaning, regarding her water issues.  The situation seems to be rectified by a change in the cleaning products now being used to clean fabrics.

Public Works Director Terry Staroba said that the City gave a plan of the proposal to correct the alleyway adjacent to Phillips Service Center.  City Attorney Bruce Marshall wrote a description and is documenting without a certified surveyor, so that the Yaniches can deed the property to the City once the angle with guard rail and gravel is completed.  This will occur in the spring after the frost has left the ground.
The City’s first deer hunting season came to a close last Saturday January 31, 2009.  No statistics are available at this time.

City Engineer Mike Stoffel passed out mechanical drawings of the new intersection for the North Business Park.  Ayres Associates and the City of Phillips received correspondence from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation in regards to the proposed intersection and the surrounding highway intersections.  The State agreed with the B-1 intersection, but did not agree that an existing intersection at Fairway Drive should remain the same. Ayres Associates will speak with Mark Ratty at the Wisconsin DOT to see if there are options, such as running the actual traffic numbers for three hours again and updating the stats.  Mr. Stoffel will notify the City with the results of the requests and feedback.
Clerk Willett pointed out that the City really needs to know the actual costs which will be realized for the intersection project.  The City is eligible for State Trust Funds dollars for a loan, but the final number needed is still not known.  More engineering services will be required with the notification of the DOT.  Clerk Willett requested consideration of a forgiveness of the 3% fee charged for services for outstanding bills past 30 days, if more invoices come forward and the funding is not in place.  Mike Stoffel said he felt an agreement can be worked out on the payment issue and would be added to the signed contracts.
Terry Staroba reported on some freeze ups. Some will have to wait until the spring for the frost to be out of the ground for total correction.  He also stated that the pipes at the

Pavilion are frozen out further than the initial freeze now that the frost in 5’ into the ground.  During the thaw, he will run the televised camera into the pipes to determine where the freeze up occurred.  At that time, remedial action may be determined.

The meeting adjourned at 5:52 p.m.
