Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

March 3, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson convened the BPW meeting at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Scott Jacquart and Mary Willett.

The April meeting will be held on Tuesday April 7, 2009 in the training room, since the spring elections will also be held that day.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the BPW committee minutes of the February 3, 2009 as presented.  Carried.

Scott Jacquart of the Phillips School System presented the committee with the plans for “Logger Camp Renovation Project” (restrooms, concession, team rooms and a sheltered picnic area) next to the school bus garage adjacent to the field/track.  The school will be accessing the water and sewer connections near the bus garage.  The school is working with A Team plumber Tucker Johnson. The school will be raising the funds for the project.  One of the students approached the Phillips Chamber of Commerce for permission to place a 4’ x 8’ funds “thermometer” in the park for public awareness of the fundraising.

An informative discussion ensued regarding the water/sewer laterals and their needs for the project.  City engineer Mike Stoffel recommended heavier laterals to help ward off frozen pipes. 
Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the placement of the 4’ x 8’ funds “thermometer” in the park providing the school worked with Public Works Director Terry Staroba and the Phillips Chamber for an ideal location.  Carried.
    Terry Staroba opened three bids from:

    Bids were opened for three noticed vehicles:
· 1991 GMC Pickup – 2 wheel drive

· 1980 International Harvester (IHC) Garbage Truck with a 20 yard garbage compactor

· 1994 Ford Crown Victoria

3 bids were received for the Crown Vic:
Stan’s Auto Salvage bid $561, Bob Evans bid $302, and Craig Hartmann bid $303.

Stan’s Auto Salvage was the sole bidder for the 1991 GMC for $451.

Stan’s Auto Salvage was also the sole bidder for the Garbage truck for $1,541.00.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council the acceptance of the bids from Stan Mindock of Stan’s Auto Salvage for all three vehicles.  Carried.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council the placement of the funds received into the respective vehicle (equipment) replacement funds. Carried.
Next month the committee will examine the first quarter budget comparisons for the public works and water/sewer budgets, following the recommendation of Chuck Peterson.

The departments have been busy thawing water lines.  The frost was down deeper this year.  Terry Staroba explained the PSC (Public Service Commission) policy regarding the liability for frozen water mains.  The City is responsible to the curb stop, private citizens and industry are responsible for the cost from the curb stop to the meter.  Mr. Staroba charges the rates for time and equipment allowed by the PSC when charging individuals or businesses for services not covered by the city.
