Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

April 7, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips’ Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present were:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Jeffrey Fahl, Mike Stoffel, Bronson Thalacker, Terry Staroba and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday April 29, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the March 3, 2009 meeting as presented.  Carried.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall sent a follow-up letter to Phillips Service Center reconfirming the agreed upon sequence of events for the alley solution adjacent to the property. Terry Staroba will be contacting Price County Telephone to make sure the pedestal relocation is at the top of the Michels’ list.
Tessmer Construction received the bid for the construction of the Business Enterprise Center.  NWRP is meeting with the contractor and subcontractors in Phillips on Tuesday April 14th.  NWRP would like to do a groundbreaking on Friday April 17th midmorning.  The committee all voiced concerns because they are not available.  Clerk Willett will check to find an alternate date with preferably an afternoon time.  The borrowed funds have been deposited in the local government investment pool and the check for $350,000 will be sent to NWRP at the end of this week.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the relocation order for Princeton Valley Lane.  Carried.  Clerk Willett will file this with the County Clerk.

The City has no project for the HSIP program with DOT.
The committee reviewed a letter sent to Mayor Fahl.  The City has been awarded a grant for 2009 for the Tree City USA program.  The letter brought forward some problems identified by the Tree Committee Chair Linda Windmoeller to the DNR.  Mayor Fahl will contact Don Kissinger, DNR, and will follow-up with a letter which shall include the minutes from the meeting where the Tree Committee presented to Council.

The committee reviewed the status of the public works and water and sewer department budgets so far this year.

Public Works Director Terry Staroba reported that a broken water main on Flambeau Avenue has been fixed.  The repair will require some road repair.  

Mr. Staroba also reported that he has laid off one employee for two weeks because this is a slow time until the frost is completely out of the ground and the grass has grown in.

Meeting adjourned at 5:47 p.m.
