Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

June 2, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:01 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Frank Crepinsek, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Bruce Marshall and Mary Willett.

The July meeting was set for Tuesday July 7, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to approve the minutes of the April 29, 2009 meeting.  Carried.

Crepinsek/Johnson motioned to recommend the adoption of the CMAR to the Common Council for approval.  Carried.

City Engineer Mike Stoffel was asked to check to see if there are any grants available for street upgrade/repair for the bus route on Wyoming Street.

The work is not yet completed on the new restroom/concession/storage building in Memorial Field.  The city will check to see the progress.

The restrooms in the pavilion are better:  men’s toilet that was replaced was reset.  The new Kohler toilet was set in the women’s handicapped restroom today.  

Bruce Marshall reported on the pipe freeze up for the lift station.  He noted that there is a three winter warranty and that there is a six year statute of limitation.  The lift/grinder station will be covered with insulation/hay this winter.  It appears to be less of an engineering issue and more of a movement of water issue. Engineer Stoffel said that this is not the only situation where a grinder station is sitting outside exposed as opposed to below grade or inside a building.

Crepinsek/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Council to institute a $10/vehicle parking pass for special events only which will only be issued with the copy of the seller’s permit (to be filed with city) issued by the sponsoring association.  No overnight camping is authorized on the grass.  Motion carried with no dissent.

The Business Enterprise Center has a new address.  The building was rotated due to elevations.

The PCTC pedestal will be moved by Michaels’ in the next two weeks at no charge.  

The committee decided to invite the DNR Wildlife manager to attend the next meeting if possible to entertain the idea of possibly expanding the deer harvest areas to private property owners this year.  Six deer were harvested last year. A change would need to be implemented to the Deer Management Plan.  The committee is thinking perhaps a landowner would apply to the city and each hunter would need to obtain written permission.

Under department updates, Public Works Director Terry Staroba reported that Casey Wiliams is the summer help.  The department is working on the painting and grass cutting before the 4th of July.
