Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

July 7, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Frank Crepinsek, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.  Mike Stoffel appeared by phone.

The August meeting was set for Tuesday August 4, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2009 meeting.  Carried

No Public Comment.

Patrick Beringer was a no show.

Marg Brzeskiewicz sent an e-mail because she was unable to attend the meeting.  The e-mail was as follows:

I received an e-mail that the Tree Committee was on the agenda for the Public Works meeting for July 7, 2009 at 5PM.   I am not able to attend as I have an ambulance meeting.  I was unable to get a reply from Linda Windmoeller either by e-mail or phone. 

Here are some notes from the Tree Committee to the board. 

Help! 

1.  The Tree Committee is in need of at least 2 new members.  These would ideally be city residents and don't necessarily need a background in forestry.   Master gardeners would be great candidates.   

2.  The city needs an individual to serve as the "City Forester".   We are coming into a critical time in urban forestry management as the Emerald Ash Borer is inevitable and will wipe out over 12% of the city's street trees.  The forester can help plan for this.   

3.  There will be large costs that we need to be able to budget when trees start to die.    This may be several years to 10 years into the future.   

4. Trees on private land will fall victim to the ash borer and will become a problem to the city trees as they harbor these insects.  The city does not have an inventory of ash on private land.  The forester can help here too. 

5.  At this time, the Committee is unaware of the amount in the budget for forestry.  Is there any money for purchasing trees to plant?  To maintain the "Tree City" status we need to hold an Arbor Day event and make improvements on our urban forest. 

6.  The city tree inventory needs updating.  GPS locations of trees would be helpful.  Perhaps the city can contract for GPS inventory of infrastructure as well as trees. 

7.  Marjy is not aware of the DNR grant deadline and her volunteer time is in short supply.  Follow up needed here?  Any member can feel free to call.

Peterson:  Need to have an Arbor Day to be recognized.  He is having a hard time connecting with the tree committee.  He will get a hold of Marj.

Table for now and put on next meetings agenda.

Becky explained to the board about the leak in the roof.   She is not sure where to go and what to do to get it fixed.   It was decided that the building belongs to the city and is the cities responsibility to maintain.  There is some money set aside for repairs.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to advertise for bids to remove and replace the shingles on the Phillips Public Library Building.  Carried.

It was reported that 2 young kids on motor scooters were riding around in the skate park.  Peterson:  The Skate Park is supposed to be locked and never is.  Revak:  Invoice from Phillips Lumber and Hardware in the amount of 175.18 for a new drill is in dispute.  Terry didn’t authorize the purchase; he has two over in the garage that could have been used.  Crepinsek:  Table this and put it on next month’s agenda for clarification.

Crepinsek/Peterson motioned to table and place on next months agenda for further discussion.  Carried

Mike Stoffel:  The toilets in the Pavilion will be replaced soon.  Appraisals are done.  Offers will be made to the land owners to start the 60 day time frame.  No DOT permits until the city owns the land.

Johnson:  The lions head has been installed.  The camera’s are in.

Staroba:  Monday morning he will start on the intersection by the Phillips Service Center.  Should be done in two days.  Don’t have written agreement yet but Jim has agreed verbally.

Mayor Fahl:  We will be starting budget talks on July 30 @ 6:30.  This will be a full council meeting.

Mayor Fahl:  Staroba will be retiring soon and the city needs to update the job description.  Revak will e-mail out copies of the one on file to the Board members.

Staroba:  Received a request from the Schools management to have no parking signs placed on the south side of Shaw Street in the area of the log cabin.  When cars are parked on both sides of the street there isn’t enough room to two cars to pass through.

Chief Sonntag requested 6 lawns be mowed.

Next 4th of July the only way horses should be allowed in the parade is if they have someone to clean up after them.  The Rendezvous group came through wearing only a loin cloth and some people were offended.  This should be addressed next year.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to adjourn.  Carried
