Minutes

Board of Public Works

September 1, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips BPW to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Frank Crepinsek, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Mark Janko and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was set for Tuesday October 6th at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to approve the minutes of the August 4th, 2009 meeting.  Carried.

Clerk Willett reported on the updates from Patrick Beringer, Wildlife Specialist for the Wisconsin DNR.  The licenses and contract will be forthcoming.  Mr. Beringer is procuring the osprey platform from the Ladysmith service center and he will work with Strand Electric to make sure they are aware of the needs to attach it to the light pole when they come to repair the lights from the fire caused by the osprey nest earlier this summer.

There has been no further feedback from the Tree Committee.

The City of Phillips did receive one response from a city resident who was interested in serving n the tree committee.  Several responses were from other areas of the county.  One high school student said that there is interest from an ecology group at the school to work with the Phillips Tree Committee.  

The bids for the library roof were opened.  Vyskocil Construction ($15,116.00- 30 yr; $16,615.00 – 50 yr), Northwoods Builders LLC ($18,385.00 – 30 yr; $20,925.00- 50 yr) and Decker Lumber & Supply, Inc. ($20,960.00 – 30 yr; $23,960.00 – 50 yr) bid the project. 

Crepinsek/Johnson motioned to award the bid to Northwoods Builders LLC.  The motion carried with Chuck Peterson voting against the motion.  The bids are more than the savings account amount, therefore the decision on which bid (for the 30 or 50 year shingles) will be determined by the Phillips Library Board since they will need to secure the gap funding to enable the project to go forward.  The recommendation from the BPW will be forwarded to the Library Board.

Skate park repairs and maintenance issues were deferred until October’s meeting.

A proposal for a fence for $1,700 was presented to the committee for consideration to close off the edge of the skate park nearest the building.  A fence incorporating the gates on the parking lot side would enable the park to be locked up without impacting the egress of the police vehicles.  Committee member Chuck Peterson said the gates should be locked up as was stated a few years ago at 10 p.m. every night.

Director Staroba reported that a hut is now completed over the grinder station in Elk Lake Park for the pavilion restrooms.  It has a light and is all in place.  There should be no more issues with freezing problems in the future.

All of the toilets have been changed out in the pavilion in Elk Lake Park.  

Mike Stoffel and Mayor Fahl reported that an appraisal has been officially offered for the Moritz properties.  Stoffel and Fahl will be participating in a phone conference regarding the properties on Thursday September 3rd, 2009.

Northwest Regional Planning will secure the excavation permit required for the work completed for the new sewer line.  Additionally, a two year guarantee for the work for the sewer line is forthcoming.

Mark Janko, DHFS, sanitarian and regional representative, presented the state statutes regarding the permitting for special event camping and also for permanent campgrounds.  Mark issues the special event camping permits, and he has been working with Joe France regarding the upcoming Logjam Fest in 2010.  Mr. Janko suggested that the city contact Pete Bartelt (an excellent resource) from Price County forestry for further campground information.  Pete has overseen the development and evolving campsites of Solberg and Smith Lake. 

Director Terry Staroba reported that the department has been working on sidewalks and curbs around the city.

The meeting adjourned at 5:53 p.m.
