Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

October 7, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson convened the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works at 4:30 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Frank Crepinsek, Mayor Jeff Fahl, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to approve the minutes of the committee’s 9/1/2009 meeting.  Carried.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to deny the request for a refund of deposit from Shana Bubolz.  Carried.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to keep the alley between Beebe Street and Avon Street near the Phillips Public Library and Time Federal just as it is – two-way traffic.  Carried.

Recommendations regarding the city hunt updates which were emailed to Clerk Willett from Patrick Beringer were reviewed.

Crepinsek/Peterson motioned that the criteria and application for private land hunting of deer in the City of Phillips will be prepared by Chuck Peterson and Mary Willett for review at the next BPW meeting.  Carried.

The Tree Committee will be meeting on October 13th at 2:00 p.m.  Chuck Peterson will be attending.

Peterson/Crepinsek motioned to have a meeting with the police chief to lock the gate behind City Hall near the Skate Park.  Carried.

Terry Staroba reported that Todd Toelle will be working on city time to dissemble the big half pipe in the skate park.  Todd will be working on the skate park at the discretion of the Director of Public Works.

The Business Enterprise Center is waiting on the black top for the ribbon cutting and completion.  The 3rd or 4th week of October is the projected completion timeline.

The Elk Lake Pavilion toilets and water fountain have been winterized.

Mayor Fahl had a 1 ½ hour meeting with Mike Stoffel and Beth from Terra Venture – still negotiating on the Moritz properties for the Hwy 13 intersection.

The updated job description for the Director of Public Works was presented.  Crepinsek/Peterson motioned to recommend the description to the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Director Staroba reported that public works employee Ken Matsick will be retiring January 15, 2010.

Jim Pisca will be tearing down the Sedivy building that shares a wall with his dry cleaners building.  The teardown may run over 30 days, and may take up to 60 days.  The committee recommended that he communicate with the Police Chief during the process.
