LOCAL ROAD IMPROVEMENT PLAN

YEAR 2010

Reconstruct; mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Arcade Street from Flambeau Avenue to Center Street.

YEAR 2011

Reconstruct; mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Pine Ridge Road from Fairway Drive to Trinity Drive and on Trinity Drive from Pine Ridge Road to Highway 13.

YEAR 2012

Reconstruct; mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Beebe Street from Cherry Street to Chestnut and on Maple Street from Argyle Avenue to Avon Avenue.

YEAR 2013

Reconstruct;  mill, grind and replace 6” of base course and 3” of asphalt on Linden Street from Avon Avenue to Eyder Avenue alley approximately 1 ½ blocks.

YEAR 2014

Overlay Eyder Avenue with 2” of asphalt from Maple Street to Oak Street.

A discussion ensued without a consensus on how to fill any vacancies- should a projected retirement occur- within the public works department.  The decision regarding how to fulfill the duties in the department if a retirement does occur as announced but not noticed – was forwarded to Personnel-Budget-Finance and the full Common Council for discussion and decision.

The Ribbon Cutting ceremony for the Enterprise Center in the Business Park will be 1:30 p.m. on November 16, 2009.  The public works crew will deliver tables and chairs to the building for the event.
