Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

Tuesday December 1, 2009

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Mayor Fahl, Terry Staroba, Jeff Williams, Mike Stoffel, Bronson Thalacker and Mary Willett.

January 2010 meeting for the committee was set for Tuesday January 5th at 1:15 p.m.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the November 9, 2009 meeting.  Carried.

The partially completed MSIP application was reviewed by all in attendance.  The project will be for the block of Arcade between Center and Elk Streets.  Terry Staroba will finish the application tomorrow December 2, 2009.

City Engineer Mike Stoffel, of Ayres Associates, presented the final drawings for the two intersections on Highway 13:  Princeton Valley Lane and Fairway Drive.  Mike will be scanning in the documents and emailing them to the DOT with the deeds to the former Moritz’s properties that are now city property.  The City will be shooting for a February bid opening. Peterson/Johnson motioned to approve the final Ayres’ drawings of the intersection work for Princeton Valley Lane and Fairway Drive as presented.  Carried.
The Skate Park half pipe needs to be dismantled.  Since Chief Sonntag had a(some) community service workers initiate work on it, Todd Toelle wants nothing to do with it.  The materials that were supposed to be saved are missing.  Terry Staroba Jeff Williams and Bronson will see to it that the half pipe is dismantled and the rotten wood will be destroyed.  Peterson/Johnson motioned to lock the gate to the skate park and to dismantle the rest of the half pipe and burn it.  Carried.
Clerk Mary Willett has emailed the job description for the Assistant Director of Public Works (ADPW) to LAW letter questioning the position and its union status.

Terry Staroba reported that he is working with Jeff Williams and Bronson Thalacker – trying to impart as much information and timelines as possible in his remaining days with the City of Phillips before his retirement.
