Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

Tuesday February 2, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:01 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Mike Stoffel, Bronson Thalacker, Peter Simurdiak and Barb Revak.

March 2010 meeting for the committee was set for Tuesday March 2 at 5:00  p.m.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the January 5, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Discussion on Phillip Plating water issues:  Plating put in a $60,000 filter system and they still have too much manganese.  It was thought to be well #6 then well #5, then well #5 on Friday’s.  The city of Phillips is meeting all the state requirements and then some.  They continue to work with Phillips Plating.  Options were discussed.  The board seems to remember giving Phillips Plating permission to drill their own well.  Revak was asked to find the motion, approx 3-4 years ago.
Thalacker commented that the new Skid Steer was going to cost a little more than normal.  The style changed and they have to get new tires.
It was discussed that when the DPW crew work on major repairs they are paid a shop rate.  This would have to be an agreement between the union and the Common Council as a side agreement.  Simurdiak will take this to the union to be worked out.

Ayres Associates, Mike Stoffel:  Bids are out, no final approval yet but shouldn’t be a problem.  Bid openings are February 18th @ 10:00 a.m.  Land deeds have been recorded.  Everything is moving along.  Jeff and crew will be clearing trees.
Discussion on Federal radio requirements.  Thalacker handed out radio quotes.  Chief Sonntag has some hand held ones they can use when needed.  One base station in clerks office.  Sonntag stated same license number and call sign.
Water/Sewer budget was discussed and explained.  Industrial revenue is down do to businesses having reduced production.  There is a 60,228.56 shortfall on the regular budget but on the actual cash flow budget there is a $150,971.44 overage.  This is do to the expensing of depreciation and amortizations, which are not cash flow expenses.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council the adoption of the Water/Sewer Budget as presented.  Carried

Department updates:

Sewer back-up on flambeau resulted in a basement being flooded.  This was probable do to the new hand towels the School is using and the kids are flushing down the toilets.  Bronson is going to send a letter to Mr. Leipart at the school and Williams is going to talk to him.
Campground:  Mike Stoffel presented some suggestions on how to set up the sites.  Alls sites with water and electric.  There has to be toilets.  He suggested auto flush and shut offs with a holding tank.  Can’t gate off the road because that is where the snowmobiles cross.

Revak is to check on the grant possibility and where the city is in the process.  Check with Pat Zatopa.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.
