Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

Tuesday March 2, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Darin Baratka and Barb Revak.

April 2010 meeting for the committee was set for Tuesday April 6 at 5:00  p.m.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the February 2, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Discussion on Phillips Plating water issues:  Problems seemed to start when the north end valve was closed to loop the water.  Water can be dirty all day until it switches over.  Bronson gave Darin a schedule to keep track of which well was running and when the water was dirty.  Well #4 was rehabbed last year and #6 back in 2006.  Rehabbing well #5 may be a short term fix.  Discussion on different ideas and possibilities.  USDA Rural Development could help with a large project.  Darin will keep working with Jeff and Bronson on a resolution.

Linda told Country Side Artists they would be responsible for contacting Mark Janko for the permit to park over night at Elk Lake Park.  This would be for vendors only and they would have to be 50’ away from the center of the RR tracks.  Put up fence or paint line so people know where 50’ is.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to allow vendors to park overnight during the art fair with permit from Department of Health.  Carried

Discussion of possible county approving county highways for ATV routes.  If this is correct the city will need to start looking into an ATV ordinance.  It would be similar to snowmobile ordinance.
There were 5 bidders for the Hwy 13 Business Park access project.  A-1 - $272,060.46, Musson Bros., Inc. – $272,895.45 and James Peterson Sons, Inc. – $275,289.59.  The lowest bid came in $63,259.54 under what was predicted.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the A-1 bid in the amount of $272,060.46.  Carried

Peterson is going to contact Pat Zatopa to find out what needs to be done to the Recreation/Comprehensive plan to qualify for the DNR grant.  It was requested to have Ayres Associates do the grant for the campground for approximately $2,500 – $5,000.  The Mayor and Board members agreed.
An area in front of Elvis Presley’s property was requested to be cleaned for safety purposes because it is a school bus loading area.  It was thought that Dave Heindl was going to buy the property so Dave said he would keep the area clean.  Elvis came in to talk to Thalacker and Williams about cracks in the concrete and snow plies on his property.  Discussion on who actually owns the parking area.  Does the city plow any other angle parking areas in the city?
Jeff Williams will talk to Attorney Marshall for a legal opinion.

Sewer back-up on flambeau resulted in basement damage.  904 and 914 Flambeau Ave. both had sewer backup into their basements.  Bronson and Tony cleaned up 914 but Mr. Zydzik cleaned up his own.  The city will reimburse him for expenses and time.   This is the second time for Mr. Zydzik.  Bronson and Jeff both agree that something has to be done to fix the sewer line on Flambeau Ave.  
The shop rate will be discussed in closed session on March 9, 2010 at the PBF and Council meetings.

Department updates:

Sewer plant – all three pumps went out at the same time.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.
