Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

Tuesday May 4, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:02 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Mike Reed, Dan Virnig, Scott and Jason Olson, Ed Belan, Roger and Laurie Zvolena and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Tuesday June 1, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the April 6, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Jason Olson presented to the Board a plan for constructing a basketball court at Elk Lake Park.  This would be an Eagle Scout project and not cost the city any money.  He would like to put it on the East side of the new Pavilion between the building and the parking lot.  There would be plenty of room according the Peterson.  It would take him all summer and would have to raise between $5,000 and $6,000.  Jason Left 5:13 & Scott left 5:20
Peterson/Hanish motion to recommend to the Common Council to approve the Basket Ball Court project presented by Jason Olson.  Carried

Dan Virnig and Mike Reed were at the meeting to discuss the ATV trials.  They are trying to get the Town of Worcester to open up Storms Road and other town roads to get in and out of the City.  If not then they would ask the City to request from the County to open up Cty Rd W.  The trails would only be open between 5/15 and 10/15.  They would like to see the City ordinance follow along the same lines as the County Ordinance.  Revak was asked to request a copy of the ordinance from the County Clerk.  Johnson asked to be informed of the response to the request of the Town of Worcester.  Rep Williams is also helping to work on it.  If the town of Worcester would say no then the contact person for the County would be Bill Knaack.
Dan and Mike left @ 5:30
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to move forward on the process of annexation of Moritz property.  Carried

Jeff Williams check with the Price County Airport and was told that we could have a compost pile.  The city would like to help out the citizens by collecting their leaves.  Jeff stated there is a big crater behind the white goods building that could be used.  They would set up a certain day when city crew would pick it up or the citizen could drop it off.  Hanish stated it would be easier for the elderly if the city would pick up the leaves.  Until a plan can be worked out, dump the leaves in the crater.
Hwy 13 access project will start May 24th, 2010.

Roger Zvolena asked if they bought property currently owned by Lake Shore Lodge would the city allow them to put in a well and septic because they don’t have access to city water and sewer.  They talked about putting up a house and then the zoning would have to be changed from C1 to R1.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to allow a well & septic in the city limits on Park Drive property sold by Lake Shore Lodge provided it is installed per DNR regulations.  Carried

It was also discussed about a drive way and run off.  Bronson was asked to check out the driveway situation with City Attorney Marshall.

Discussion on the Recreation Plan and Campground.  Revak is to contact Sheldon Johnson from NWRP about updating the recreation plan for now.  The Campground will come later.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to update the recreation plan.  Carried

Last month there was some confusion on use of city equipment at a fire.  In the past permission had to be received from the Director of Public Works.  Jeff and Bronson were unavailable so Tony Vlach was called and he got the equipment to help put the fire out at Phillips Plastics.  In the future the Fire Chief will have the numbers to call and if no one is reachable a city employees would be able to get the equipment to help out the fire department.
New bleachers for Memorial Park was discussed.  The cost would be approximately $3,000 and would come from the Recreation Fund.

Peterson/Hanish recommended to the Common Council to approve the purchase of new bleachers for Memorial Park with Recreation fund money.  Carried
