Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

Tuesday June 1, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:03 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish (5:05), Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Bronson Thalacker, Judy Silvernail, Sue Mergen, Judy Bores, Nat Stittleberg, Sara Schuit, Bark Brzeskiewicz, Dave Uher, Bruce Marshall, Joe France and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Tuesday July 6, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes of the May 4, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Attorney Marshall presented an MOU for parking on city property.  This agreement would be between Joe France and the City of Phillips.  Need to sort out who is responsible for getting police officer in paragraph 6.  Police Chief Sonntag said that would only be if needed on Highway 13.  Discussed the number of Porta Potties needed.  Joe is planning on having 2 at every parking area.  The charge for parking would be $10.00 per car plus extra for transportation.  He is planning on running 2 buses starting at 8:00 a.m. and 4 buses starting at 10:00 a.m.  Joe was planning on giving the organizations that manned the parking lots $1.00 per car and the city would get $4.50 and he would get $4.50.  Johnson would like to see the Chamber get more than $1.00 per car.  Joe stated if he gave them more then the rest would want more.  He wasn’t sure he wanted to do that.  There is a lot involved, parking passes, money for change, repairing the green area etc.  Chamber stated they would pay for the passes, get there own change and repair the green area themselves.  Joe stated that if the chamber was will to do the extra he would give them more than the $1.00 per car.  He also understands these funds would be spent in the area for promotions.  There will be no tail gating or partying in the parking lots.
Peterson/Johnson made a motion to recommend to the Common Council to accept the Log Jam MOU with recommended changes.  Carried

Joe France and Chamber board left at 5:54 p.m.

The compliance maintenance report was presented by Thalacker.  The City of Phillips got all A’s except for one area.  The city needs to have a CMOM program.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the Compliance Maintenance Report as presented.  Carried

Thalacker received a letter from the DNR regarding the well at Memorial Field.  If this is a city well it will have to be monitored and tested.  Staroba told them to put in the well because it would be cheaper but didn’t think of the long term responsibility.  Thalacker will call the DNR to see what needs to be done.
DPW purchased a lawn mower and trailer to be paid for with set aside funds.  Need to do a budget amendment.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the budget amendment request to increase the cemetery and recreation capital outlay accounts by $4,975.00 each.  Carried

Lakeside Cemetery Association increased the charges at their last meeting.
One Grave Site:  From $150 to $200

One Perpetual Care:  From $75 to $100

O & C:  From $275 to $325

O & C weekend:  $325 to $375

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the cemetery increases as presented.  Carried
Bid opening for fire wood:

Andrew Curler for $50.00

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the bid of $50.00 for the firewood.  Carried

Elk Lake Park Soccer parents parking.  Discussion on different options for parking at Elk Lake Park.  Dangerous to park on Hwy 13 and walk across the rail road tracks.  Attorney Marshall will research this issue to find out if we could put up no parking signs
ATV trails.  Per Johnson she talked to Mike Reed and he said there was nothing firm but it looked promising that Worcester may open up some town roads to get the ATV’s into and out of the city.  Attorney Marshall suggested that the city put in the ordinance a reference to a map instead of listing out the routes.
Highway 13 business project has started.  Water/Sewer is in, the road way is cleared out.  Things are moving along.
Revak informed the Board that NWRP would do the recreation plan update for $3,600 which would also be park of the comp plan.

Peterson told the Logger Camp that the City of Phillips would pay $3,000 of the water hookup and Holding tank expense to be installed by the Football/Track field.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to cover $3,000 of the Logger Camp expense for hooking up to City water and installing a holding tank at the Football/Track Field.  Carried.
