Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

Tuesday July 6, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:03 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Bronson Thalacker, Lisa Fleming (Ayres), Marty Krog, Pete Simurdiak and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Tuesday August 3, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the June 1, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Thalacker updated the committee on the Rehab for well #5.  There is still a tint in the water and Phillips Plating is still having issues.  Well #5 continues to be shut down on Friday.  Not sure what the next step should be.
Thalacker updated the committee on a sewer issue.  Two houses up from Price Electric there is sewer and water bubbling up out of the ground.  Research shows that the laterals and possibly the lateral from Price Electric are all connected before it is connected to the city main.  Sam Johnson suggested to Thalacker the city put in a man whole by the sidewalk, have the laterals connect to the man whole and then to the city main.  Who should pay for this?  Laterals are the expense of the owner and if the man whole is installed because of the issues it should be the expense of the owners.  Williams stated that if only one puts in a new lateral then the others may be shut off.
Regional Hazard Mitigation Planning Process was explained by Peterson.  Four Counties haven’t joined yet.  This would be grant money in case of disaster.  NWRP, Sheldon Johnson will contact the city if something needs to be done.

Log Jam Parking agreement- City Attorney Marshall.  Talked to Joe France and made two changes.  If the city allows him to park cars on the grassy area at Elk Lake Park then he should not be responsible for the restoration if damage occurs.  Also the number of porta potties.  There will be no out house at the city beach so porta potties will be needed there.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the revised parking agreement with Joe France.  Carried

Tractor/Backhoe quote.  Williams requested the city purchase a new tractor/backhoe.  He received an extremely low quote a couple of months ago.  The one they are working with right now is very dangerous and has become a safety issue.  Lisa (Ayres) suggested a rural development grant from the purchase of equipment.  Check with Mike Stoffel.
Before the city can discuss the parking issues for the soccer parents and kids at Elk Lake Park the city needs to check on the RR right of way.

ATV trails with in the city.  City Attorney Marshall started a file in 06.  He has a model ordinance and then he has Park Falls.  He suggests they city have a map to reference in the ordinance because it would be much easier to change the routes.  Home owner can ride the closest way from house to route.
Pay Request #1 was presented for the Hwy 13 access road in the amount of $101,504.65.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to pay request #1 in the amount of $101,504.65.  Carried

Change order #1 increase in the amount of $6,562.50 was presented.  This change order is due to the rain and having to lay down a special fabric to save the road from damage from more rain.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council accept change order #1 in the amount of $6,562.50.  Carried

An update on the Hwy 13 access road was given by Lisa Flemings from Ayres.  Fabric, Pit run, gravel have all be laid.  She suggests leaving off the curb and cutter and not paving until next year.  This will give the road ample time to dry and settle.
Bike/Pedestrian path grant – Mayor Fahl.  Fahl talked to Mike and Lisa from Ayres about putting in a pedestrian/bike trail from hwy 13 to fairgrounds.  The cost would be approximately $250,000 to $300,000 to do one mile.  The grant is 80/20.  This has been presented to the Price County Highway Committee but they didn’t want to do the upfront planning.  They may however be willing to split the 20% of the grant.  One hurtle would be the bridge.  The city would start on the other side of the bridge and the trail would be on the north side of the road.  The trail would need to be 10’ wide and 5’ away for the roadway.  Ayres would charge between $1,500 to $2,500 to do the grant.  Apply for the grant and take it from there.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to apply for the 80/20 Bike/Pedestrian path grant to build a path from the edge of the bridge on Hwy H to Forest Lane.  Carried

Williams:  Emerald ash bore grant.  Revak is to contact Joan Wywialowski about writing the grant.
