Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel(Ayres), and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Wednesday September 1, 2010 at 4:00 p.m.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

No public for comment.
City Attorney Marshall has been in touch with Roger Cecil from Wisconsin Central Rail Road and Roger will be sending a map so the city can see where and what the Right-of-ways are by Elk Lake Park.  The city will then be able to move forward on parking issues at Elk Lake Park.

City Attorney Marshall put together an ordinance for ATV’s.  Discussion on map of trails/routes in the City limits, age limits, right of ways.  Stick with 18 like the rest of the county.  Bicycles right of way or ATV’s?  Peterson:  have the public hearing on ordinance and settle the map later.  Johnson:  have a map at the public hearing for input.
