Meeting Minutes

Tuesday October 5, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 4:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel(Ayres), Marty Krog, Joel Karnick, Mike Kinnick and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Wednesday November 3, 2010 at 4:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the September 1, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

Public Comment:  Marty Krog and Joel Karnick
There is a sewer leak in front of their house.  This has become a public nuisance because it is draining into the storm sewer which in turn drains into the lake.  There was discussion on who was responsible for what part.  Marty and Joel are responsible for the lateral connections which need to be connected separately.  Joel thought it would be easier if the City started the work to see if they are responsible for any of it.  The Board said this needs to be done by a private contractor.

Mike Kinnick filled the Board of Public Works in on updating the Recreation Plan.  He incorporated all the parks in the City limits.  He made a new map and will come back at a later date after the board has a chance to read over the draft plan.  He is looking for a list of up coming projects.

Discussion on Private Deer Hunt land request.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to allow the request for private deer hunt on her land.  Carried

Hanish would like the city to consider other waste removal companies.  Revak will find the current contract to see when it ends.
Discussion on rate increase for water/sewer.  This can be done with a rate study or on line through the Public Service Commission through the simplified system.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to raise the water/sewer rates through the simplified rate system.  Carried

Department updates:

The crew is done flushing and crack sealing.  2011 cost estimate for Eyder Ave project would be $200,000.  To redo the pavement it would cost about $17,000.  The city has a grand for $7,000 through the MSRIP program.
