Meeting Minutes

Committee of the Whole

Tuesday January 4, 2011

Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whoe to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Jeffrey Fahl, Laddy Hlavacek, Jayson Reinke, Barb Revak, Bruce Marshall, Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Scott Holoubek, Frank Dusek, Mark Brzeskiewicz, Mike Stoffel.

Public Comment

Frank Dusek wanted to know if the city removed the wording of trails from the ATV ordinance.  It has not been removed and shall be addressed when the city develops a map.

General - Mayor
Next meeting was set for Tuesday February 1, 2011 at 5:30 p.m.

Mayor Fahl read two letters.  One letter was from Tony Brendel about the Ludice monument.  This monument is on the register of Historic places in Wisconsin.
Mayor Fahl read a letter from a John Kevlets who found a news article about Blooms Tavern being the oldest Tavern.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson
Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the December 7, 2010 Board of Public Works meeting.  Carried.

Thalacker would like the City of Phillips to hire Frank Vlach, who is currently an experienced works person.  Frank time is running out with experience works.  If the city would do this they would have to consider the fringe benefits also.
Mark Brzeskiewicz would like to have a bon fire and a walk on the ice down by the old boat landing behind the Chamber building. The walk would be out to Squaw island and back.  He would have to get a permit from the fire chief for the bon fire.  Mark would like the people to be able to park down where the city currently dumps snow and was wondering if the city could hold off on dumping snow there until after the event.
Mark left at 6:05 p.m.
Marshall is in the process of getting a current RR right of way map.  Pisca states there should be one here.
Princeton Valley Lane will be finished in the spring.

Frank Dusek left at 6:20 p.m.
Public Safety - Hlavacek
Reinke/Holoubek motioned to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2010 Public Safety meeting.  Carried.

Pisca states they will have approx $100,000 in set aside funds but a new fire truck will cost just short of $300,000.  Check out options with Mid Wisconsin, Well’s Fargo and Associated for lease or loans.  
Hlavacek doesn’t understand if we have had 2028 calls, how many are serious.  He called the Clerk of Courts and the D.A.’s office to find out exactly what kind of calls.  He was told the city had 67 prosecutable calls in the year 2010.  20 were criminal traffic and 47 were misc felonies.  This means all counts not the number of people.  The only number the City Attorney would have would be the ones the pleaded not guilty.
Licensing
City Attorney suggests a letter with a copy of the city ordinance 12.3(10)m be sent to Chestnut Street Road House.

Personnel/Budget/Finance-Reinke
Part-time employee’s insurance limit was found out to be 30 hours a week for 48 weeks.   Can a part-time employee waive the insurance so that they can work the 30 hours a week or more?  Yes they can waive the insurance but under extraordinary circumstances may be able to request the insurance at a later date.  City Attorney Marshal will check into this.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the city Attorney agreement.  Roll Call Laddy – aye, Jayson – aye, Chuck – aye, Dorothy-aye, Scott – aye.  Carried
Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the rental lease for Ed and Linda Haynes.

Mike Stoffel wanted to know where the city was in the updating of the Recreation Plan.  The grant for the campground is coming around again.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
