Committee of the Whole

Tuesday February 28, 2011

Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:34 p.m.

Present:  Jeffrey Fahl, Laddy Hlavacek, Jayson Reinke, Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Scott Holoubek, Barb Revak, Bronson Thalacker.

Public Comment:  NONE
Recreation-Johnson
Mike Kinnick was unable to attend due to illness.  Another meeting will be held on March 15th at 5:30pm.
Verified all parks were accounted for on the recreation map provided by NWRP.  Some of the parks were numbered different on the map compared to the old recreation plan.  This should be reviewed for accuracy.  Discussion on where the different parks actually were.
Reinke:  The campground plan.  What has been done so far?  There is a map and it has been surveyed.  Some felt a campground was a waste of time and some felt it was a very good idea.  Mayor Fahl we need to add this to the list.  The area by the old boat landing where the city dumps snow would be a very nice area for a few picnic tables.  The city should stop putting snow there because of the salt run off and garbage that floats down into the lake.  

Development Needs and Recommendations section was reviewed next.
Park names and entrances:  This should remain in the plan because some of the parks have never been officially named.

Bostrom Park:  The plan noted no park in the southern part of the city.  Could Bostrom Park be used?  The response was the Park is too close to highway 13.  This is a good idea but need to find a different area not close to Highway 13.
There is also an area over by the Mill Bridge and the first cemetery.  We put a picnic table there and a lot of people have here lunch there.  This area floods easily when we have high water.

Ridgewood Addition Park:
Remove the modest play equipment and benches.  This has been done.

Elk Lake Park:

Johnson:  I would be nice to see a lighted flag pole.  This could be an Eagle Scott project.

Reinke:  A fish cleaning station would be great to see.  The city has the water and sewer tank.  This would not be a hard thing to do.

Fahl:  The plan states that we should have an access from Highway 13.  There was some discussion on whether or not a different access point would enhance the park or not.  There may not be enough room.  

Reinke:  Talk about having a bridge or something coming down the hill where the road used to be by Lakeside financial.
Peterson:  That is where we could put a steps going down.  That would give people access who part up top.  Similar to what we have by the Bee office.  We don’t know who owns the property where the roads were.

Fahl:  So we don’t want to have an access from Highway 13 to the Northern part of the park.

Sense of arrival:

Signs by the park entrances with some plantings for a welcoming effect.  This would be another project for Scouts or a group that needs to do some community work.
Hlavacek:  The garden club plants them but the City of Ashland has to maintain them.  It costs a lot of money to maintain all the flowers they have in the divider.  The planters in Phillips are taken care of by the business owners.
Parking (south end):

The plan currently suggests that we redo the parking, enlarge the area and redesign.

Reinke:  A load of gravel would be nice to fill up some of those sink holes.

Pavilions:

Most of this has been done.  The plan suggests moving the smaller pavilion to the north end of the park with picnic tables and grills.  This little pavilion gets used a lot by fishermen etc.
Parking (north end):

Develop a small 10 car parking area as an anchor point for the walking trail.  There was some discussion about having to walk to the walking trail.  Need to explore ownership of property.
Revak:  This was an issue before and believes the access road to the WWTP we have from the RR is for city employees only not open for the public.  If we build a parking lot that would be like telling people it is OK to use this road.

Fahl:  Do we want to build this parking so the other end of the park gets used.

Peterson:  It would take away from the walking trail if we have parking on both ends.

Most of the council states a parking lot on the north end is not wanted or needed.

Fahl:  What are we going to do with the north end of the park?
Reinke and others:  Leave it alone.

Hanish:  A park is a place to go and sit and relax.

Hlavacek:  Maybe we need it to be more remote.

Reinke:  How about a bridge for ATV’s to cross over the lake next to Hwy 13.

Waterfront Trail:
Revak:  That bridge would be a good idea so the people could walk out to the industrial park so you don’t have to walk on the shoulder of Hwy 13.
There was discussion about the walking trail going down to Bostrom Park and up to the industrial park.

Picnic Area:

Add picnic tables and grills and shade trees near the water’s edge.

Plantings:

Revak:  This would be a project for girl scouts etc.  Plant some trees.

City Ice Rink:
The warming house toilet building is in need of repair or replacement.
Fahl:  If hockey rink was moved to Elk Lake Park it could be utilized in the summer as the Skate Board Park.

The warming house could be at a different location and utilized by more groups.

Memorial Field:  Projects are done.

Ann Marie Field/High School Track area:

This is behind the bus garage.
Hlavacek:  Move the skating rink instead of having bathrooms and warming housing on every block have one central area.
