Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:32 p.m.

Mike Kinnick:  Put a different picture on the cover, this one is a city owned park and he updated some other info.  The population was updated and it went down about 197 people in 2010.  He looked at the trends and most all northern counties lost people.
In the new draft Mike took out all the things he had crossed out on the old plan.  He added some up to date info referencing the statewide comprehensive outdoor recreation plan.  In looking at the minutes from the last meeting it looks like the city answered a lot of his questions.  Mike asked about the Bostrom park discussion.  Not a good area for the city to improve as a kid’s park in the southern part of town.  It is too close to Highway 13.  The action on this item would be to find an area on a back street for some playground equipment.  Maybe the scouts could take on this project.  There aren’t really a lot of kids in that area but there are some.  This wouldn’t be a top priority but something to be considered.
Mike wanted to know if the city wanted to call the area by the mill bridge something or just list it as an open area.  Cemetery Park is possible.  There are two picnic tables and people do have there lunch there.

Mike was going to take all the actions the city wants to do and put them in a table.  He would list out the actions and then put who would be responsible for the action, a time table, estimated costs, etc.  The city could then go through it for changes and it would be done.
Jeff:  The city went through the old plans development needs and recommendations.  
Mike will take things out of the minutes and put them in the table.

Jeff didn’t have time to go through the minutes to make sure Barb had everything in there.

Mike, on page 17 of the draft plan it lists memorial field with things to do.  In the minutes it says the actions are done.  Don’t even put memorial field on the action plan.  The water fountain that was discussed is not in.  On the map it is in the wrong location.  Jeff showed Mike on the map where it is incorrect.

In a review of the map Jeff explained to Mike the different parks.  He also explained that the part of the Fair grounds that is in the city limits should be annexed out of the city limits.  And Shamrock field although owned by the city isn’t in the city limits.
Mike asked about the minutes and a comment that was made about instead of putting up all these buildings we should combine everything around one building.  He needed clarification.  This was a comment made by one of the Council Members.  This is talking about the city’s Skating Rink.  The warming house needs to be fixed or moved.  Chuck:  we were talking about moving the skating rink on the other side of the hockey rink to make it closer to the other buildings.  Need to have the warming house close to the skating rinks.
Jeff would like to have in the plan a possibility of moving the skate park down to Elk Lake Park.  This is already in the old plan.  A basketball court is going to be built at Elk Lake Park.  Jeff Williams:  The Scout that wanted to do the project is still in the fund raising process.
Mike:  what about boat launches do you want anything with boat launches.

Linda:  The area by the old boat landing should be improved with a sitting area and picnic tables, a couple of grills etc.

Make a walking trail across the lake to the industrial park.  A walking trail from Bostrom Park all the way along the lake to the industrial park would be nice.
Mike will take the recommendations in the meeting minutes from February 28 and fill in the time table for review.

There was discussion on making the steps from Highway 13 to Elk Lake Park and whether it would be considered part of the park.

Mike wants to know when to have this done.  The Committee of the Whole meets on April 6th and he could get a draft to the committee by then.  The committee could review for last minute changes and adopt at the Council meeting on April 12th.  Mike suggested the committee just concentrate on the blanks in the table and fill those in.
Mike stated that in doing the Comprehensive plan NWRP is going to do a survey.  If the city has any questions in the survey that would have to do with the parks get it to Mike and they will add them.  Jeff and Linda are on the Planning Commission so they can let Sheldon know.
