Council President Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Comment

General - Mayor
Next meeting was set for Tuesday June 7th, 2011 at 5:30 p.m.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes from March 1, 15 and April 6, 2011 meetings.  Carried
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson
Thalacker presented a payment option for a new Wheel Loader.
2011 payment of $31,620 would be $10,000 of designated set aside funds and $21,620 would come for the equipment replacement fund in the Sewer Utility Fund.  The city would have to budget a $10,000 payment for the next three years but in 2015 when the Sterling is paid for the 17,000 payment could go towards the loader payment.  The rate is 3.25% which is a very good rate.  The old loader has some safety issues.

Reinke/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the purchase of a new Wheel Loader with the payment plan presented.  Carried.

Revak stated she sent out a quote sheet for garbage and recycling pickup to WM, Durand, J & B and Veolia with a return date of May 15, 2011.  Revak will put this on next month’s agenda.

The recreation plan official copies are done and found out that the application for the grant doesn’t have to be into the state until July 15, 2011.

Johnson and Fahl went to the ATV meeting in Ogema and had some positive comments.  The City of Phillips needs to get moving on determining the routes in the city limits.  Officer Straights is will to come down and help.
Parking at Elk Lake Park can move forward now that the frost is out of the ground.  The ROW can be flagged and enlarging the parking area can be planned.  Possible parking spots on the side of Hwy 13.  Pisca:  the state could charge the city for parking on the side of Hwy 13.
Updates:  Flushing if finished, busy fixing equipment, all good at the treatment plant.

 Public Safety - Hlavacek
Fire department is looking a purchasing a new truck.  Jay is working on finance options of maybe a 3 year lease.

Lots of Chimney and grass fires.

Budget is spot on per Hlavacek.

Sonntag would like to adopt the State Statue regarding the synthetic drug use law when it is completed.

Calls appear to be down slightly.  City needs to consider a state approved building inspector for all applications.  Put this on the agenda for next month.
The School Liaison might not be there next year with all the cuts.  Sonntag would like to start charging the school for excessive calls.  Attorney Marshall isn’t sure if he can on some of the calls.

Budget updates:  appears to be slightly high but has made some of his once a year purchases at the beginning of the year.
