Tuesday June 7, 2011

Council President Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:33 p.m.

General - Mayor
Next meeting was set for Tuesday August 2nd, 2011 at 5:30 p.m.

Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from June 7, 2011 meetings.  Carried
Mayor Fahl presented the two different possibilities for the redistricting.  Both option would divide the city into four wards and three aldermanic districts.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt resolution #1126 option 1.  Carried
Resolution #1126

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips is required to establish wards in accordance with Section 5.15 of the Wisconsin Statutes; and,

WHEREAS, it is necessary to reflect the Price County Tentative Supervisory District Plan in the wards so established.

NOW THERE FORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Phillips does hereby create a ward plan consisting of 4 wards, as follows:

Ward 1, containing a 2010 population of 399, and comprising a part of tentative supervisory district #13.

A description of the boundaries of Ward 1 consistent with the conventions set forth in Section 4.003 of the Wisconsin Statutes is set forth as follows:

The northern part of the City of Phillips;  everything lying north of Flambeau Ave running easterly to the intersection of Kimball St,  everything lying west of Kimball St to intersection of Ash St, everything lying north of Ash St running east to the intersection of Fifield St, everything lying west of Fifield St running northerly to Lake Ave, everything lying north of Lake Ave running southerly to the intersection of County Rd H, everything lying west of County Rd H running northerly to bridge;  and everything lying westerly, northerly and easterly of Lake Duroy, except that part lying south of Flambeau Ave at the intersection of Flambeau Ave and Storms Rd.

The poling place for Ward 1 is hereby designated as follows:  Phillips Municipal Center.

Ward 2, containing a 2010 population of 114, and comprising a part of tentative supervisory district #11.

A description of the boundaries of Ward 2 consistent with the conventions set forth in Section 4.003 of the Wisconsin Statutes is set forth as follows:

Everything lying northerly of Flambeau Ave and easterly of Kimball St, everything lying south of Ash St running easterly to the intersection of Fifield St, everything lying easterly of Fifield St running northerly to Lake Ave, all that part lying south of Lake Ave running southerly to the intersection of Wyoming St, everything lying west of Wyoming St running southerly to the intersection of Flambeau Ave. 

The poling place for Ward 2 is hereby designated as follows:  Phillips Municipal Center.

Ward 3, containing a 2010 population of 488, and comprising a part of tentative supervisory district #11.

A description of the boundaries of Ward 3 consistent with the conventions set forth in Section 4.003 of the Wisconsin Statutes is set forth as follows:

The southwestern part of the City of Phillips;  everything lying south of Flambeau Ave running in a easterly direction to the intersection of Wyoming St running north, everything lying easterly of Wyoming St to the intersection of Lake Ave running southerly, everything lying southerly of Lake Ave to the intersection of County Rd H running northerly, everything lying southeasterly of County Rd H to the intersection of Depot Rd running southerly, everything lying southwesterly of Depot Rd to the intersection of Lake Ave running southerly, everything lying southwesterly of Lake Ave to the intersection of Maple St running southwesterly, everything lying northerly of Maple St to the intersection of Eyder Ave running in a southeasterly direction, everything lying southwesterly of Eyder Ave to the intersection of Pine St running in a northeasterly direction, everything lying southeasterly of Pine St to the intersection of Argyle Ave running southeasterly, everything lying southwesterly of Argyle Ave to Lake Ave running south, and everything lying westerly of Lake Ave, except that part lying south of Flambeau at the intersection of Flambeau Ave and Highway 100.

The poling place for Ward 3 is hereby designated as follows:  Phillips Municipal Center.

Ward 4, containing a 2010 population of 479, and comprising a part of tentative supervisory district #11.

A description of the boundaries of Ward 4 consistent with the conventions set forth in Section 4.003 of the Wisconsin Statutes is set forth as follows:

The southeastern part of the City of Phillips; everything lying west and south of Lake Duroy and east of County Rd H running southerly to the intersection of Depot Rd, everything lying northeasterly of Depot Rd running southeasterly to the intersection of Lake Ave running southeasterly, everything lying northeasterly of Lake Ave to the intersection of Maple St running southwesterly, everything lying southeasterly of Maple St to the intersection of Eyder Ave running southeasterly, everything lying northeasterly of Eyder Ave to the intersection of Pine St running northeasterly, everything lying northwesterly of Pine St to the intersection of Argyle Ave running in a southeasterly direction, everything lying northeasterly of Argyle Ave running southeasterly to Lake Ave running south, and everything lying east of Lake Ave.
The poling place for Ward 4 is hereby designated as follows:  Phillips Municipal Center.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson
Review of the DNR campground grant application.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the Campground grant application with a change of in kind work and donations being accepted.  Carried
Johnson/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to fund the 50% City share from the Recreation fund and a local financial institute if the grant is awarded.  Carried  

A Discussion on creating an ATV map of the routes with in the city resulting in scheduling a meeting on Monday July 18 at 6:00.  The members talked about opening up all streets and alleys and then about opening up only the ones the are requested.
Parking at Elk Lake park for soccer parents was discussed.  If one of the fields is moved slightly there would be room for angle parking farther down the farther down the field.
Getting geared up for the city deer hunt.  Peterson stated that it seems to be the same people who come in to apply for a license.  They are shooting deer but still a lot out there.

Hwy 13 access park – Lisa Fleming stated the crew will be here at the end of the month to finish up the project.

Updates:  Summer help is working out real well.  The may have time to help with the campground project with man hours and gravel etc.  This would count as in kind work and reduce the amount of money the city would have to come up with.
 Public Safety - Hlavacek
Review the rental rate of the fire station for the ambulance.  Pisca and Revak will put together some numbers for the next meeting.

Fire Truck proposal is coming along.  They will have to use some money from the compressor fund to purchase some of the items but it will be put back after the financing in finalized.  The annual lease payment will be approximately $25,500 per year which will be paid for with the 2% depreciation money we receive from the city and townships and the fire call fees collected.  A savings of about $4,802 will be realized by purchase some equipment and installing ourselves.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve proceeding with signing the paper work for ordering and leasing the new fire truck and temporarily using compressor funds.  Carried

The roof has been repair at the Fire Station for a cost of $8,900.

Possibility of contracting a building inspector.  The city received an e-mail from T.A.K. Inspections stating he would be interested in
The bee didn’t get out public hearing notice in the paper for the NEV/Golf carts and ordinance 9.28 so this will be postponed until next month.

The ordinance for issuing worthless checks will go to public hearing and we can do all three in one night.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to send ordinance 9.29 issues of worthless checks to public hearing on August 2nd 2011 at 5:30.  Carried

The new squad is in.  The chief received a grant $8,960 for new ballistic vests and helmets. 

Misdemeanor’s and crimes are down this month.

Licensing

Personnel/Budget/Finance-Reinke
Hlavacek:  If the city would like an aerial photo just give him a camera and he will take one.  We don’t need to spend $399 on an areal photo.

The fee schedule was discussed and more info is needed before adjusting the hall rental charge.  However the mowing and side walk snow removal should be increased.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to increase the lawn mowing charge to $100 per standard city lot and 1.50/ft for snow removal with a minimum of $50.00.  Carried

Records retention policy:  The county is still working on their ordinance which the city will copy afterwards.
