Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to open the public hearing @ 5:33 pm.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to close the public hearing @ 5:43 pm.

Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt City Ordinance 7.18 Slow Speed Vehicles, 9.28 Unlawful use of telephones, electronic or computerized communication systems, 9.29 Issue of worthless checks and amending ordinance 7.10 ATV routes.  Carried
Public Comment

General - Mayor
Next meeting was set for Tuesday September 6, 2011 at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes from July 5, 2011 meetings.  Carried
Johnson/Hlavacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the CDBG RLF housing administration contract with Northwest Regional Planning.  Carried

Mayor Fahl informed the committee of his ride along with LT Mike Hauschild.  It was a quite night with only a few calls.
#13 building inspector was moved up.  Discussion on what the responsibilities would be for the building inspector.  If the city goes this way they would be responsible for new builds remodels and expansions.  Not necessarily repair and maintain.  More research on other municipalities and put together a description of what is expected so it can be put out on bids.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson
Peterson/Hlavacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the proposal for new lighting in the City Garage for $2,161.92, a $1,330.00 rebate leaving $831.92 out of pocket expense.  Carried
The water fountain on Cherry Street by the Price County Court House needs to be replaced.  There is a possibility that the county would pay for half of it.  The sidewalk needs replacing and now would be the time to do it.
Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to replace the water fountain on Cherry Street by the Price County Court House with a cap of $2,000.  Carried

Discussion on the ATV map resulted in coming in on W to the intersection of Beebe, Avon and W.  Down Avon to Linden, over to Argyle, cross Hwy 13 to Peterson Ave. to Peterson Drive to D to Super 8.  Also Park Drive to Maple up around BP and down to Depot Rd to Cty H.  Turn on S. Airport Rd crossing Hwy 13 by the Harbor to Pine Ridge to E on Fairway crossing Hwy 13 to Old 13 and out of town.  Maple would also be open to S. Eyder and Hwy 100/Shaw St. would be open to Woodfield Blvd.  Also First street of off W to Ash to Victory to the Timber Inn.
Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the ATV map as proposed by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried

Man holes and prep work done.  Waiting for the final paving.
Pouring sidewalks, mowing and trimming.  I/I clear water issues coming into the plant.  Trying to isolate where the water is coming form.

 Public Safety - Hlavacek
Review the rental rate of the fire station for the ambulance.  The state rental was $5/sq foot which comes to $4,650.  They pay $3,000 right now.
New contract has been signed and truck has been ordered.  The narrow ban will be switched over.  Change in the new contract, we are not paying in advance, only paying after approval of truck.
Fire department is being called for trees on fire lines.  They are only supposed to be called when buildings are in danger.   Jim took this to the Sheriff.

Discussion on where the City could ask for reimbursement for mutual aid services.  Not with Price county because it goes back and forth with us and them.  With Madison we can and will get reimbursed for the mutual aid we gave back in March.

School liaison has been discussed with the School.  There are two board members that want to keep the liaison and have discussed this with the Mayor and the Police Chief.  The charge would be about 26.00/hour.  This would include the wages and benefits from the city.  The City Council is on Board with having a liaison in the Phillips School.
Perkins is going to help strip out the old Squad/Tahoe and this should save some money.
Mutual aid was one of the big chunks that came out of salary but we will be reimbursed for that.  Just a heads up there could be more then one blue uniform on per night but this is the part timers getting used to the City’s procedures.

Calls were up this month.

Tuesday July 18, 2011

Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 6:01 p.m.

Present:  Jeffery Fahl, Laddy Hlavacek, Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Jayson Reinke, Barb Revak, David Sonntag (6:05 – 6:25), Mike Reed (6:10).

Discussion on designating streets for an ATV map.  Old 13 –Fairway-F-Airport Rd-H-Depot road to behind BP to Maple.  How about using Park Drive to D?  Would this be disturbing to the Nursing Home?  It would be farther away then the snowmobiles.  Cross D at the Rail Road Tracks to get to the bowling alley and Super 8.  Jay would like to see all the streets open but if not then lets open all of Avon Ave. for parking for down town.  How about Maple to Elm?  Mayor Fahl thought the issue would be to just open up all the alleys.  Maple to Eyder to Beebe to elk, avoiding where W, Avon and Beebe all meet.  Elk would continue to first street where you could either continue on across flambeau Ave. to ash to Victoria to get to Timber or turn left and head out of town on W or turn off on Hwy 100 to Shaw to behind the Glass to go, St Vincent and Mid-Wisconsin.  It would be preferred to go down Wood Field and crossing behind the Skyline Motel instead of crossing over behind the businesses. Hlavacek wanted to know how the Mobile station was being dealt with.  The trail would also turn of off Beebe and on to Elm to get to the R Store via the alley behind the gas station.  Mayor, if we keep them on well traveled streets the noise issue would be taken care off.  Hlavacek, residents were talking on the north side of town who wanted to use the streets.  Reed, the association only went in and asked for what they needed.  That does not mean that the city couldn’t go in and ask for what they would like.  Sonntag, why not use the back streets by N Minnow Lake Rd.  Connect Fairway to N Minnow Lake Rd.  Reed, if you use that back area it would be considered a trail rather then a route and if the ATV association did work on it they would get reimbursed.  Price Ice owns that land back there.  The county roads are only open until October 15 because if they have to go out with salt trucks they don’t want to have to deal with small vehicles.  Open again on April 15th.  So W, H, F and D would be closed between those dates even in the city limits.  Sonntag, you should open up N airport road so people could be to Marquip?  Maybe the city should let people ride on all the streets but the ATV association would only map a route in and out of the city limits.  Mayor, would the city have to change the ordinance?  Looking at an official map to put on the books.  Reed can’t see why a city would have to sign all the streets.  Would we have to change the ordinance?  Need a motion to get this on the Council agenda.  Revak find out if we need an ordinance change or if we can open all the streets but only sign a few.  Reinke, open up all the streets and designated county roads but only advertise a preferred route.
