Committee of the Whole

Tuesday Sept 27, 2011

Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Comment

Jay Silvernail, Judy Silvernail, Al Jesunas, Deb Jesunas, Kaye Pluemer, Betty Voute, Glen Erickson, Ken Smeegy, Betsy Ginger and Greg Ginger all spoke against the Airport expansion going to the south.  The different concerns were personal safety, property value, tax base, water tower expansion in the future, noise, lose of business and many others.
Airport Expansion:
Chris Hallstrand (Airport Manager) spoke to the Council about the expansion.  There were visuals used to show the impact on the trees and the area that would be affected.  In the works for about 8 years to better serve the customers.  The different jets were listed.  Operations have been lost due to the economy but things are picking up.  The environment assessments needed to be done when they first went into this project and has been work on for several years.  It steered them in the way they have to go.  During the environmental study showed the configuration caused an accident in the past in Kentucky.  The adjustments needed to be made.  The intersection that needs to be corrected is very confusing especially to pilots that are not familiar to the run way.  Decoupled runways were discussed but not feasible for Price County Airport.  They had public hearing, aids in the newspaper, several community meetings and interviews on the radio.  The public hearing was court recorded and a place for public comment. They received comments from the landowners in support of the project.
FAA requires the clearance of a certain air space in which trees would either have to come down or be topped.  He didn’t have the height as they come over the houses right now.  It is designed so the aircraft crosses the end of the run way they should be about 50’ above ground.  If a tree is growing up thru the surface it would have to come down.  A lot of the trees are on airport property.  They should the highest tree but some times it is just the highest tree in the group.  More discussion and papers presented.  Going north is just not economical or feasible at this time.
Hlavacek asked if a different design was presented to the FAA or is this only one presented and the FFA said it looked good.  Laddies asked about a displaced thresh hold at a different place.  Chris said FAA didn’t like it.  Laddy wanted to see the paperwork of this turn down.  This study was done in 2007 time frame.  More discussion and Chris and Steve stated that this was the alternative.  Laddy wants to know if other plans were submitted and was told that the displaced threshold has not a good idea.

There was discussion on a grievance procedure adoption.  There were two different samples from the Leagues web site that were presented.  One was two pages and one was three pages.  Question on the outside mediator and then back to the council.  After all was said and done it was decided to go with the long version.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the long version of the grievance procedure for non-union employees.  5 ayes, 1 nay on the fact that no-department heads had a chance to read this over yet.  Carried

Budget for 2012:

New revenue changes are on this latest worksheet.

Transportation Aids amount is still on in yet.

Decrease the Legislative from $10,000 to 8,000.

Decrease the Mayor from 5,000 to 3,000

Decrease the Clerk/Treasurer Contract Service from 9,000 to 6,000.

Adjust the Audit amount for the New Year – Barb will check on this.

Decrease the Municipal Building capital outlay from 10,000 to 7,000.

Decrease the Municipal Building Insurance from 20,114 to 13,000.

Increase Police Department Gas & Oil from 9,000 to 10,000
Question Fire Department Operating Supplies

Ambulance Assessment should be in by Sept 28th.

Library numbers were turned in.  Salary – 161,644.80, health/life ins – 55000, retirement – 12,275.92, Social Security – 12,365.83, Utilities – 11,800, Contract – 12,248, Supplies – 39,810, other expense – 3,000 and revenue of $155,175.00.  The Mayor asked about the percent of raise for the employee’s and was told most of them were figured at 3%.  The Mayor requested they come back with the 1.25% like the rest of the employees are getting.
