General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for Tuesday March 6, 2012 at 5:30 p.m.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes from January 3, 2011 with a change on page two “need the front section on the new truck modified to specs.”.  Carried
Discussion on the survey for the Comprehensive Plan led to adding the survey for further discussion to the March meeting agenda.
Request from the County to open up the County roads year round in the city limits.  The Highway Commission will discuss this again on Feb 15th.  The County was concerned about the co-operation between the city and the county.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Charlotte Brendel stated they finalized their plans for the Flag at Sokol Park.  She was asking the city to pay for the electricity for the flag and provide the materials and man power to erect the flag poles.
Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to direct the city to pay for the electric, materials to erect the flag pole at Lidice Park.  Carried

Don Angelo has talked to the state about putting up some poles for a permanent setup for putting up banners.  Downtown is too much of a wind tunnel.  This could be used for more than just the Czech Fest.  The state is ok with this except they want this to be a City of Phillips owned project.

Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common council to investigate the installation of a permanent banner setup on Hwy 13.  Carried 

Judy Boers from the Chamber of Commerce requested a sign in Bostrom Park.  The sign facing the South would say “Welcome to Phillips – Visitors Center Ahead and the side facing the north would say “Thank You for Visiting”.  Because this is on city property and it is on State Hwy 13 the state wants the City of Phillips to apply for the Sign Permit.

Peterson/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common Council to apply for the permit to install a sign in Bostrom Park by the Chamber Building and have the city crew install it.  Carried
City Campground discussion:  Ken Matsick spoke against the campground.  He got come information from Pete Bartelt in regards to the campgrounds that Price County owns and maintains.  He figures it is going to take a lot longer before it pays for itself than the city is figuring.

Roger Samuel:  He is concerned about the health and safety issues.  The goose juice dropping in the sand at the beach, no lights or walkway along County road H for the campers to walk to town.

Mark Brzeskiewicz: He was in favor of the campground and bringing the recreation in this area together.  Walking trails, Bike trails etc. 

Alderman Reinke states he would be willing to do more investigating and discussing with Mike and bringing this back to the Council meeting on Feb 14th.

Holoubek/Hanish motioned to deny the grant for the campground.  Roll Call Vote:
